1
Introduction

At the meeting of Study Group Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen (29 November 2002) the date for the meeting of Study Group 6 was decided. This meeting will take place in Geneva on 
27 and 28 March 2003, after the meetings of Working Parties 6E, 6M, 6Q, 6S and Task Group 6/9 (see Circular Letter 6/LCCE/28 dated 10 December 2002).

The meeting will be held in the ITU Headquarters, Geneva. Services directly connected with meeting activities, such as delegate registration, document distribution, etc. will be located in the vicinity of the meeting rooms. The opening session will take place at 09:30 hours and registration of delegates will start at 08:30 hours on 27 March 2003.

Please note that the block of meetings of SG 6 will be preceded by an extraordinary meeting of Study Group 6 as announced in Administrative Circular CACE/273.

Programme of the meeting

The allocation of Questions assigned to Study Group 6 is listed in Annex 1 to Circular Letter 6/LCCE/28.

The draft agenda for the meeting of Study Group 6 is contained in Annex 1. Contributions from participants will be processed in accordance with Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

2.1
Adoption of draft Recommendations at the meeting (§ 10.2.1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3)

One draft new Recommendations (Document 6/326(Rev.1)) is proposed for adoption by the Study Group at its meeting in accordance with § 10.2.1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

In conformity with §§ 2.19 and 10.2.1.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, the title and summary of the draft new Recommendation is given in Annex 2.

As indicated in § 10.3.3 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, the Study Groups shall decide, for each draft Recommendation adopted, the eventual approval procedure to be followed. In the case where it is decided to submit a draft for approval by consultation, the decision of the delegations representing Member States must be unopposed (see § 10.3.5.1 of Resolution ITU‑R 1‑3).

2.2
Adoption of draft Recommendations by a Study Group by correspondence (§ 10.2.2 of Resolution ITU‑R 1-3)

The procedure described in § 10.2.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3 concerns draft new or revised Recommendations which are not specifically included in the agenda of a Study Group meeting or for which there was insufficient time for their preparation in the working languages prior to the meeting.

In accordance with this procedure, draft new and revised Recommendations prepared during the meetings of Working Parties 6E, 6M, 6Q, 6S and Task Group 6/9, held immediately before the Study Group meeting will be submitted to the Study Group. After due consideration, the Study Group may decide to seek adoption of these draft Recommendations by correspondence. At the meeting, the Study Group shall also decide on the approval procedure for each draft Recommendation in accordance with § 10.3.3 of Resolution ITU‑R 1‑3.

Immediately after the Study Group meeting, the draft Recommendations for which adoption by correspondence is sought will be circulated for consideration by all Member States and Sector Members participating in the work of Study Group 6. The period for Study Group consideration by correspondence shall extend for at least 2 months following the circulation of the draft Recommendations and shall end after the texts of the draft Recommendations have been available in the working languages for at least 4 weeks. If no objections from Member States are received during the period for Study Group consideration, the draft Recommendations shall be considered to be adopted by the Study Group. 

The procedure for the approval of each draft Recommendation will then be initiated according to § 10.3 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3. However, should any unresolved objection from Member States remain, the text in question will either be submitted to the next Radiocommunication Assembly or referred back to the relevant Study Group/Working Party/Task Group for further study the resulting action depending on the priority of the topic as described in § 10.2.2.7 of Resolution ITU‑R 1‑3.

If, at its meeting, a Study Group decides that a draft Recommendation resulting from the study of a Question identified as suitable for the Alternative Approval Procedure (AAP) has no policy or regulatory implications, the approval process of Resolution ITU-R 45 may be applied. In such a case, the draft Recommendation should be considered for adoption using the consultation procedure described above. Once adopted by this procedure, such a Recommendation shall then be considered approved in accordance with Resolution ITU-R 45. 

In accordance with § 2.19 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, Annex 2 to this Circular contains a list of topics to be addressed at the Working Parties’ and Task Groups’ meetings just prior to the Study Group meeting, and for which draft Recommendations may be developed.

3
Visa requirements

We would remind you that citizens of some countries are required to obtain a visa in order to enter and spend any time in Switzerland. The visa must be requested and obtained from the office (embassy or consulate) representing Switzerland in your country or, if there is no such office in your country, from the one that is closest to the country of departure. Title and summary of draft new Recommendation 

Draft new Recommendation ITU-R BT.[Doc. 6/326]


Doc. 6/326(Rev.1)

General reference chain and management of postprocessing headroom for programme essence in D-cinema applications

The principal objective of ITU activity on D-cinema is to guarantee that D-cinema programmes may be delivered, displayed and exchanged with optimal and predictable quality in D-cinema theatres around the world.

To achieve this objective, ITU has a duty to try to specify a single native signal format and a single source-coding method for the picture and sound signals on the finished master for each application of the D-cinema service. It is also desirable to specify a single multiplexing, channel coding and modulation system for each mode of delivery (terrestrial, satellite, television cable, optical fibre, etc.) of each D-cinema application. The specified formats and systems should comply with the ITU patent policy, namely they should be in the public domain, or the patent holder should engage to provide the relevant patents at fair and non-discriminatory conditions.

Concerning D-cinema programme production, ITU has a duty to provide guidelines on preferred methods, systems and formats to be used, in order that D-cinema programmes may be produced with maximum picture/sound quality and minimum complication, however it will in the end be up to each programme maker to decide case by case which production methods he needs to use for each individual sequence of his D-cinema programmes.

Since programme essence bit rate is a valuable commodity, the technical objective in D-cinema programme production and distribution should be to provide the picture/sound quality required for programme presentation to the audience, using the minimum possible quality headroom in programme production, that is needed to attain the desired creative impact.

The key to attain this goal is a thorough understanding of methods and constraints in the acquisition, postproduction, distribution and presentation of D-cinema programmes, and a careful, detailed advance planning of every phase of programme production, to optimize the choice and scheduling of technical solutions to be used in the production of each individual programme sequence.

It recommends that the general reference chain described in Annex 1 of the Recommendation should be used as a framework to study postprocessing headroom management for typical D‑cinema applications, which are based on the use of a fully digital signal chain for programme "essence".

It recommends that the general implementation guidelines detailed in Annex 1 for the various blocks in the reference chain should be used in the design of the signal path and of postprocessing headroom management for programme essence for those D-cinema applications.
