1
Introduction

At its meeting in October 2001, Study Group 6 took the Decision [Document 6/184] that Task Group 6/9 be established, subject to the approval of draft new Question ITU-R 15/6 “Digital cinema (D-cinema) broadcasting”. Question ITU-R 15/6 was subsequently approved by correspondence by ITU-R Member States. 

Question ITU-R 15/6 included a number of questions relating to performance, assessment, digital production, recording formats, operation practices, coding and delivery of D-cinema programmes.

2
Background

At the first meeting of the Steering Committee of Study Group 6 on 9 September 2002, the Administration of the United States of America presented the document “Review of the scope of Task Group 6/9” (Document 6/301).

In this Document, the United States expressed concerns about some aspects of Question ITU‑R 15/6 and the scope of the work of Task Group 6/9.

The Steering Committee of Study Group 6 established an Ad Hoc Group, chaired by Mr. V. Stepanian, to consider the Terms of Reference of Task Group 6/9. It was decided that if the scope of the Task Group 6/9 were to change, then Question ITU-R 15/6 would need to be reviewed. Its report can be found in Document 6/320.

3
Establishment of a Drafting Group on Question ITU-R 15/6

Following the conclusion of the work of the Ad Hoc Group, the Steering Committee of Study Group 6 established a Drafting Group on 11 September 2002 to review Question ITU-R 15/6 “Digital cinema (D-cinema) broadcasting”, by taking into account the work of the Ad Hoc Group (Document 6/320).

The Chair of the Drafting Group, Mr. S. Lieng, was assisted by the Vice-chairs of Study Group 6, Messrs. J. Flaherty, S. Glotov, J. Kumada, H. Kussmann, R. Najm, L. Olson, K. Paul and V. Stepanian.

The tasks of the Drafting Group were to:

1)
review Question ITU-R 15/6 – Digital cinema (D-cinema) broadcasting;

2)
prepare a draft revision of Question ITU-R 15/6 for submission to the Steering Committee meeting on 16 September 2002 for consideration;

3)
continue, if necessary, its work by correspondence involving all interested parties within and outside of the ITU;

4)
prepare a final report to be submitted to the Extraordinary meeting of Study Group 6 in March 2003.

The Drafting Group held two meetings, attended by a number of the Vice-chairs of Study Group 6 and a representative from each interested Administration, to review Question ITU-R 15/6. Its report can be found in Document 6/328 and the result regarding draft revision of Question ITU-R 15/6 can be found in Document 6/327.

4
Establishment of a Rapporteur Group on Question ITU-R 15/6

Study Group 6, at its last meeting (19-20 September 2002) carefully considered the report of the Ad-hoc Group and of the Drafting Group set up by the Steering Committee. However, it was not possible to reach unanimous consensus on the revision of Question ITU-R 15/6. As a consequence, as suggested by an informal meeting of the Heads of Delegation (see Circular 6/LCCE/ 24 dated 14 August 2002), the Chairman of Study Group 6 proposed and the meeting agreed to convene an Extraordinary Meeting of Study Group 6 just before the block of meetings in March 2003, dedicated to solve the issue.

In order to make suitable preparation, it was decided to establish a Rapporteur Group
 working by correspondence with the mandate to present its report on further progress in the revision of Question ITU-R 15/6 to this Extraordinary meeting of Study Group 6. After confirmation of the availability of the necessary facilities, it was decided that this meeting will take place in Geneva on 18 March 2003.

The meeting will be held in the ITU Headquarters, Geneva. Services directly connected with meeting activities, such as delegate registration, document distribution, etc. will be located in the vicinity of the meeting rooms. The opening session will take place at 09:30 hours and registration of delegates will start at 08:30 hours on 18 March 2003.

Please note that the block of meetings of SG 6 has been announced in Administrative Circular CACE/272 and in Circular letter 6/LCCE/28.

Working languages and interpretation

Study Group, at its last meeting, recognized the particular nature of this Extraordinary meeting and agreed to keep the associated costs as low as possible to comply with the budgetary constraints.
