Meeting of Radiocommunication Study Group 4 (Fixed-satellite service)

1
Introduction

At the meeting of Study Group Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen (29 November 2002) the date for the meeting of Study Group 4 was decided. The meeting will be held on 20 March 2003 in the ITU Headquarters, Geneva. Services directly connected with meeting activities, such as delegate registration, document distribution, etc. will be located in the vicinity of the meeting rooms. The opening session will take place at 09:00 hours and registration of delegates will start at 08:30 hours on 20 March 2003. In the interests of economy, it would be helpful if Administrations could advise us of their interpretation requirements as soon as possible in order for the Bureau to make appropriate arrangements.

2
Programme of meeting

The draft agenda for the meeting of Study Group 4 is contained in Annex 1. Contributions from participants will be processed in accordance with Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

2.1
Adoption of draft Recommendations at the Study Group meeting (§ 10.2.1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3)

One draft revised Recommendation and two draft new Questions were prepared at the meeting of Working Party 4A (8-17 April 2002) and are proposed for adoption by the Study Group at its meeting in accordance with § 10.2.1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

In conformity with §§ 2.19 and 10.2.1.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, the title and the summary of the draft revised Recommendation are given in Annex 2.

As indicated in § 10.3.3 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, the Study Group shall decide, for each draft Recommendation adopted, the eventual approval procedure to be followed. In the case where it is decided to submit a draft for approval by consultation, the decision of the delegations representing Member States must be unopposed; (see § 10.3.5.1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3).

2.2
Adoption of draft Recommendations by a Study Group by correspondence (§ 10.2.2 of Resolution ITU‑R 1-3)

The procedure described in § 10.2.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3 concerns draft new or revised Recommendations which are not specifically included in the agenda of a Study Group meeting or for which there was insufficient time for their preparation in the working languages prior to the meeting.

In accordance with this procedure, draft new and revised Recommendations prepared during the meetings of Working Parties 4A and 4B held immediately before the Study Group meeting will be submitted to the Study Group. A list of topics likely to be addressed in the SG 4 meeting resulting from submissions by WP 4A and WP 4B is given in Annex 3. After due consideration, the Study Group may decide to seek adoption of these draft Recommendations by correspondence. At the meeting, the Study Group shall also decide on the approval procedure for each draft Recommendation in accordance with § 10.3.3 of Resolution ITU‑R 1‑3. 

Immediately after the Study Group meeting, the draft Recommendations for which adoption by correspondence is sought will be circulated for consideration by all Member States and Sector Members participating in the work of Study Group 4. The period for Study Group consideration by correspondence shall extend for at least two months following the circulation of the draft Recommendations and shall end after the texts of the draft Recommendations have been available in the working languages for at least four weeks. If no objections from Member States are received during the period for Study Group consideration, the draft Recommendations shall be considered to be adopted by the Study Group.

The procedure for the approval of each draft Recommendation will then be initiated according to § 10.3 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3. However, should any unresolved objection from Member States remain, the text in question will either be submitted to the next Radiocommunication Assembly or referred back to the relevant Working Party for further study, the resulting action depending on the priority of the topic as described in § 10.2.2.7 of Resolution ITU‑R 1‑3.

In accordance with § 2.19 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, Annex 3 to this Circular contains a list of topics to be addressed at the Working Parties’ meetings just prior to the Study Group meeting, and for which draft Recommendations may be developed.

3
Visa requirements

We would remind you that citizens of some countries are required to obtain a visa in order to enter and spend any time in Switzerland. Title and summary of draft revised Recommendation

Draft modification to Recommendation ITU-R S.1325-2 

Simulation methodologies for determining statistics of short-term interference between co‑frequency, co‑directional non-geostationary-satellite orbit
(non-GSO) fixed-satellite service (FSS) networks and other
non-GSO FSS or GSO FSS networks
It is proposed that small amendments should be made to the title of this Recommendation to clarify the fact that, in its present form, it does not cover systems based on satellites in elliptical orbits, and that further small amendments should be made in Annex 2 to reflect the fact that it is unnecessary to include, in a simulation model, earth stations which cannot be seen from the geostationary satellite concerned.

Topics likely to be addressed from submission by WP 4A meeting held immediately prior to the meeting of Study Group 4 and for which draft Recommendations may be developed (WP 4B will meet immediately
after the SG 4 meeting)

Methodology for evaluation of worst-case interference levels among certain types of non-GSO FSS systems in situations where no in-line interference exists.
Software specifications for automating the examination of space filings for compliance with Article 5.
Modifications to Recommendation ITU-R S.580-5, which gives design objective antenna patterns for earth station antennas in GSO networks, to include antennas having elliptical apertures.
Additions to Recommendation ITU-R S.524-7, which prescribes off-axis EIRP density limits for earth station antennas in GSO networks, to include the band 27.5-29.5 GHz.
Guidelines on a methodology for simplified coordination and recording of large numbers of earth stations in the FSS in areas where terrestrial services are also deployed.
Guidelines to be applied in the event of non-compliance with single-entry operational and additional operational limits in Section II of Article 22.
Methodologies for the calculation of the worst-case interference levels from non-GSO FSS systems using highly-elliptical orbits into GSO FSS networks operating in the 10 to 31 GHz frequency bands.
