Request for Administrations of Member States, Radiocommunication Sector Members and ITU-R Associates participating in the work of Study Group 8 to contribute to the research on the future development of IMT-2000 and systems beyond IMT-2000

1 Introduction

Recommendation ITU-R M.1645 invites research on a global cooperative basis into potential new wireless techniques for the future development of IMT-2000 and systems beyond IMT‑2000. This research should contribute to knowledge on these techniques, and on their potential applicability and impact on the future development of IMT-2000 and systems beyond IMT-2000. This research can use the ITU-R M-Series Report “Technology Trends”
, and the technology trends section of Recommendation ITU-R M.1645, as a basis. The research activities should recognize that any new wireless access technology for systems beyond IMT-2000 is likely to be used in conjunction with the ongoing enhancement of IMT‑2000 radio access technologies (as detailed in the annual updates of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457)
 and other existing radio systems. These research activities should be undertaken to further improve the efficient and effective use of the spectrum for the future development of IMT-2000 and systems beyond IMT-2000.

2 Focus areas for further study

The requested research activities focus especially on the following key areas:

radio interface(s);

–
radio access network-related issues;

–
spectrum-related issues;

–
service/traffic characteristics; and 

–
market estimations.
