�Subject:	Proposed approval of one draft new Question submitted by French Administration

I would like to draw your attention to ITU-R Resolution 1�1 which states that:

“3.2	Other new or revised Questions may be approved by:

�	Radiocommunication Assemblies;��	by correspondence in the interval between Radiocommunication Assemblies, when submitted to the Director by an administration or after adoption by Study Group, Working Party or Task Group (see § 3.3).

3.3	The Director shall collect all Questions submitted for approval by correspondence under § 3.2 and circulate them to the Members in groups of related topics at appropriate intervals. Such Questions shall be approved, and have the same status as Questions approved at a Radiocommunication Assembly if:

�	a simple majority of all the Member respondents are in agreement;��	and at least 10 replies are received within four months after circulation; 

and shall be assigned for study in accordance with § 3.4.”



During the meetings of Study Group 4 held 23�24 January, a Question was submitted for adoption by the Study Group per 3.2 of ITU-R 1-1. Such adoption was not achieved, however, and so the Chairmen explained to the meeting that in accordance with 3.2 of ITU-R 1-1 the Question could be submitted by an Administration to the Director for approval by correspondence.

In pursuance of this procedure, the French Administration has now 

submitted a draft new Question requesting approval by correspondence. The text of this Question is annexed to this Circular.

With regard to the provisions of § 3.3 of Resolution ITU-R 1-1, I would be grateful if you would inform me by 28 August 1997, whether your Administration approves, or does not approve, this draft new Question proposed by the French Administration.

�

After the above-mentioned deadline, the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau will notify the results of this consultation by Administrative Circular. If the Question is approved, it will have the same status as Questions approved at a Radiocommunication Assembly and will become an official text attributed to Radiocommunication Study Group 4.

CRITERIA FOR THE PROTECTION OF APPENDIX 30B PLAN AGAINST INTERFERENCE FROM NGSO SYSTEMs

The ITU Radiocommunication Assembly,

considering

a)	that an increasing number of NGSO FSS networks are currently proposed in various frequency bands;

b)	that S22.2 gives rise to diverging interpretations by administrations, which puts at risk the operation of GSO and NGSO networks in the bands where this provision applies, and therefore the operation of NGSO networks in Appendix 30B Plan bands could unduly restrict the future development of this Plan;

c)	that studies performed within WP 4A indicate that the use of mitigation techniques by NGSO FSS systems might ensure protection of GSO FSS systems and in some cases reciprocal protection of NGSO FSS systems against interference from a GSO FSS system;

d)	that adequate protection of the allotments and assignments in Appendix 30B Plan must be ensured at all times;

e)	that the interference produced by NGSO networks into GSO networks is time varying;

f)	that limits to be met by NGSO networks might be developed in order to protect GSO FSS network in Appendix 30B;

g)	that due to the specific nature of the plans, the protection levels to be applied to protect allotments and assignments in Appendix 30B Plan from NGSO systems have to be different from those currently under development in other frequency bands,

decides

that the following Question should be studied as a matter of urgency

1	What are the additional protection criteria required to protect the allotments or assignments in GSO systems in Appendix 30B Plan from interference by NGSO networks?

2	What are the corresponding limits to be met by NGSO FSS networks to ensure protection of Appendix 30B Plan in accordance with the above criteria?

NOTE 1 – The results of these studies should be available in time for the adoption of a Recommendation by RA-99.
