Subject:	Proposed approval of 1 draft new Recommendation adopted by Radiocommunication Study Groups 4 and 9 following Study Groups Consultation


At the joint meeting of Radiocommunication Study Groups 4 and 9, held on 15 January 1997, the Study Groups decided to seek adoption of 1 draft new Recommendation by consultation, according to section 10.4 of Resolution ITU-R 1-1 (Decision by Study Group consultation).


As stated in Addendum 1 to Circular Letter 4/LCCE/39�9/LCCE/20, dated 28 February 1997, the consultation period ended on 28 March 1997.


After consultation with the Chairmen of ITU-R Study Groups 4 and 9, and Working Party 4�9S, Figure 5 has been re-instated at the request of two administrations. This figure is the former Figure 4 included in previous version of Recommendation as contained in Chairman’s Report, WP 4�9S, to the January 1997 meeting.


The draft new Recommendation has now been adopted by Study Groups 4 and 9 and the procedure of Resolution ITU-R 1-1, § 10.5, is to be applied. The title and summary of this Recommendation is given in Annex 1.


Having regard to the provisions of § 10.5.1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-1, I should be grateful if you would inform me by 22 August 1997, whether your Administration approves or does not approve this draft Recommendation.


A Member who indicates that the draft Recommendation should not be approved is requested to advise the reason and indicate possible changes in order to facilitate further consideration by the Study Groups during the study period (§ 10.5.4 of Resolution ITU-R 1-1).

This draft new Recommendation provides the power flux-density limits for the frequency bands in the FSS used for the provision of MSS Feeder links and shared with the fixed service. The recommended values are those adopted at WRC�95 and specified in Table S21�4 in Article S21 of the Radio Regulations.
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
