Subject:	Proposed approval of 7 draft new Recommendations and 3 draft revised Recommendations adopted by Radiocommunication Study Group 4 following Study Group consultation (Section 10.4 of Resolution ITU-R 1-1)





At the meeting of ITU-R Study Group 4 (Fixed-satellite service) held from 23 to 24 January 1997, the Study Group decided to seek the adoption of 10 draft new and 3 draft revised Recommendations by consultation, according to section 10.4 of Resolution ITU-R 1-1 (Decision by Study Group consultation). 


As stated in Addendum 1 to Circular Letter 4/LCCE/40, dated 18 March 1997, the consultation period ended on 18 May 1997. Seven draft new Recommendations and three draft revised Recommendations were adopted.


Having regard to the provisions of § 10.5.1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-1, I should be grateful if you would inform me by 18 September 1997, whether your Administration approves or does not approve these draft Recommendations.


A Member who indicates that a draft Recommendation should not be approved is requested to advise the reason and indicate possible changes in order to facilitate further consideration by the Study Group during the study period (§ 10.5.4 of Resolution ITU-R 1-1).


After the above-mentioned deadline, the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau will notify the results of this consultation by administrative circular and make arrangements for the Recommendations to be published in accordance with Resolution ITU-R 1-1.


Following consultations with the Chairman of Study Group 4 and the Chairman of Working Party 4A, an extension of the consultation period to 11 July 1997 has been granted for 3 draft new Recommendations: Documents 4/46(Rev.1), 4/53(Rev.1) and 4/66(Rev.1). As regards the subsequent approval of these three draft Recommendations by administrations it has been decided to submit them directly to the next Radiocommunication Assembly for consideration.
