Subject:	Proposed approval of 5 draft new and 4 draft revised Recommendations adopted by Radiocommunication Study Group 10 following Study Group Consultation


At the meeting of Radiocommunication Study Group 10, held from 21 to 25 April 1997, 5 draft new and 4 draft revised Recommendations were presented for which Study Group adoption was sought according to section 10.4 of Resolution ITU-R 1-1 (Decision by Study Group consultation).


As stated in Addendum 1 to Circular Letter 10/LCCE/20, dated 1 September 1997, the consultation period ended on 1 October 1997.


The 5 draft new and 4 draft revised Recommendations have now been adopted by Study Group 10 and the procedure of Resolution ITU-R 1-1, § 10.5, is to be applied. The titles of these Recommendations are given in Annex 1.

After the above-mentioned deadline, the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau will notify the results of this consultation by Administrative Circular and make arrangements for the Recommendations to be published in accordance with Resolution ITU-R 1-1.
