Subject:	Proposed approval of 10 draft new and 8 draft revised Recommendations adopted by Radiocommunication Study Group 11


At the meeting of ITU-R Study Group 11 (Broadcasting service (television)) held from 30 March to 3 April 1998, the Study Group adopted the texts of 10 draft new and 8 draft revised Recommendations, and agreed to apply the procedure of Resolution ITU-R 1-2 (see § 10.3.5) for approval of Recommendations by consultation. The titles and summaries of these Recommendations are given in Annex 1.


Having regard to the provisions of § 10.3.5.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-2, I should be grateful if you would inform me by 30 November 1998, whether your Administration approves or does not approve these draft Recommendations.

This Recommendation gives guidelines on the use of BSS assignments in Appendix 30 for FSS transmissions.


Draft new Recommendation ITU-R BR.[Doc. 11/16] 	11/BL/2


SCANNED AREA DIMENSIONS FROM 16 MM AND 35 MM �CINEMATOGRAPHIC FILM USED IN TELEVISION


This Recommendation revises and assembles in a single text the dimensions of all the areas scanned by telecine on all types of cinematographic films, including those applicable to the Super 16 mm and Super 35 mm formats that are currently often found in television operation. It is a useful compendium of all the information needed on this matter by television operators, and it completed by a useful informative Appendix.


Draft new Recommendation ITU-R BR.[Doc. 11/17] 	11/BL/3


High�definition television (HDTV) Recording


This Recommendation is a very important “first” for Study Group 11, and comes at a time when HDTV production is experiencing a new impressive surge. It specifies operating practices applicable to HDTV capture and recording, and to the long-term preservation of vintage HDTV archives. The Recommendation contains an extensive and very informative Appendix.

COMPRESSION FAMILIES TO BE USED IN NETWORKED �TELEVISION PRODUCTION


This Recommendation specifies the two compression families to be used in networked television production, namely a DV-based family and a MPEG-2 family; the purpose is to minimise bit-stream transcoding impairments in digital programme recording and production; the specifications of those two families are provided; the use of other compression families for programme production applications is strongly discouraged. The Recommendation is completed by 4 very informative tutorial Appendixes.

Planning criteria for digital terrestrial television services�in the VHF/UHF bands


In the draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R BT.1368 a complete change of the structure was made:


Parts where no digital terrestrial television system is mentioned were moved to Recommendation ITU-R BT.655. Recommendation ITU-R BT.655 now covers all protection ratio figures for analogue terrestrial television systems interfered with by analogue broadcasting service or unmodulated carrier.


All parts with digital terrestrial television systems as wanted or as unwanted signal are within the new Recommendation ITU-R BT.1368.


A new general introduction part was added in Recommendation ITU-R BT.1368.


In ANNEX 1 - For wanted digital terrestrial systems interfered with by other digital systems, nearly all tables are updated and different new text is inserted.


ANNEX 2 - For wanted digital terrestrial television systems interfered with by an analogue broadcast systems only small changes are made.


ANNEX 3 - For interferences into sound signals a new Annex is created, tables and values are taken from the source Document 11/BL/23 (Recommendation ITU-R BT.1368).


ANNEX 4 - Minimum field strength, new values and modified tables are inserted.


ANNEX 5 - Is former ANNEX 4 and it is unchanged.


ANNEX 6 - SCM method, one sentence was added.


ANNEX 7 - Concerning T-DAB, the tables are taken from the unchanged source Document 11/BL/23 (Recommendation ITU-R BT.1368).

The old paradigm for broadcasting as solely a delivery system for linear radio and television programming will change in the digital environment. Broadcasts will include multimedia packages that can interconnect with each other via hypermedia links. This Recommendation is an important first step in the new paradigm, and gives requirements for multimedia broadcasting structures and protocols. This will be of value to the standardisation process for Application Programming Interfaces, which needs to be undertaken.

Many broadcasters are seeking guidance for an arrangement whereby programmes that are intended for use with both a 16:9 and 4:3 aspect ratio can give optimum results. This will certainly by no means always be the case, and may only be the case for an interim period until 16:9 is widely established.  The Recommendation proposes a 14:9 action area that can be used if creatively convenient.


Draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R BT.1359	11/BL/10


RELATIVE TIMING OF SOUND AND VISION FOR BROADCASTING


Sound/Vision delay tolerances are becoming ever more important in the digital environment. The amendment to Recommendation ITU-R BT.1359 builds on the important work already done to specify acceptable limits and tolerances for sound/vision delay, and adds further elements concerning tolerances for individual segments of the broadcast chain.

conventional TELEVISION SYSTEMS


Recommendation ITU-R BT.470 documents television systems used throughout the world. In the UK, the need to accommodate digital channels has called for a refinement of the System I used there, and a variant I1 is created. In Poland, the use of digital sound has called for a refinement of the System D used there, and a variant D1 is created there. These changes are reflected in the modifications.

In addition the need of failure characteristics, error mitigation and channel hopping delays assessment are announced.
