�Subject:	Proposed approval of 9 draft revised Recommendations adopted by Radiocommunication Study Group 9

At the meeting of ITU-R Study Group 9 (Fixed service) held from 14 to 16 October 1998, the Study Group adopted the texts of 9 draft revised Recommendations, and agreed to apply the procedure of Resolution ITU-R 1-2 (see § 10.3.5) for approval of Recommendations by consultation. The amendments are made to delete the old 200 Mbit/s system based on the plesiochronous digital hierarchy (PDH) and to incorporate an example of the arrangement for an STM-1 system with 60 MHz channel separation.

This Recommendation provides radio-frequency channel arrangements for high capacity digital radio-relay systems in the 5 GHz band. The amendments are made to incorporate an example of the arrangement for an STM-1 system with 60 MHz channel separation as well as an associated Figure.

RADIO-FREQUENCY CHANNEL ARRANGEMENTS FOR HIGH CAPACITY RADIO�RELAY SYSTEMS OPERATING IN THE LOWER 6 GHz BAND

This Recommendation provides radio-frequency channel arrangements for medium and high capacity analogue or digital radio-relay systems in the 8 GHz band. Also the description on the preferred intermediate frequency is modified to apply only to the analogue systems.

The amendments are made to incorporate an example of the arrangement with 55 MHz separation for systems with a capacity of the order of 140 Mbit/s or STM-1, as well as for systems with smaller capacities utilizing the subdivision of the 55 MHz separation.

deletion of RECOMMENDATION ITU-R F.1109�and associated three recommendations



Recommendation ITU-R F.1109 gives a list of nine ITU-R Recommendations relating to HF systems which are not reprinted. It was developed in 1993. Five years have passed since then. All Recommendations listed in Recommendation ITU-R F.1109 have been carefully reviewed. Due to rapid technology change, the importance of some of these Recommendations has markedly decreased. It no longer seems necessary to maintain them.

At its meeting in October 1998, Study Group 9 agreed to apply the procedure of Resolution �ITU-R 1-2 for deletion of existing Recommendations (see §10.1.2) to these Recommendations that are considered no longer relevant. Therefore, it is proposed to delete the following four Recommendations:

–	Recommendation ITU-R F.1109 “ITU-R Recommendations relating to systems in the fixed service operating at frequencies below about 30 MHz which are not reprinted” (Volume 1997, F Series-Part 3).

–	Recommendation ITU-R F.335-2 “Use of radio links in international circuits” (Volume III, 1990).

–	Recommendation ITU-R F.455-2 “Semi-automatic operation on HF radiotelephone circuits. Devices for remote connection to an automatic exchange by radiotelephone circuits” (Fascicle RF, 1992). 

–	Recommendation ITU-R F.480 “Improved transmission system for HF radiotelephone circuits” (Volume III, 1990).
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
