�Subject:	Proposed approval of 1 draft new and 1 draft revised Recommendations adopted by Radiocommunication Study Group 7

Proposed draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R TF.374-4 “Precise frequency and time-signal transmissions” now covers the cases where time and/or frequency are also obtained from signals from other services, such as the radio navigation satellite service at 1 215-1 260 MHz and 1 559-1 610 MHz (GPS/GLONASS), the fixed�satellite services at 14/11 GHz, 14/12 GHz and 6/4 GHz (two-way satellite time and frequency transfer), and the radio navigation at 100 kHz (Loran-C).

protection criteria for the space research service�in the 37-38 and 40-40.5 ghz bands



Lunar, planetary and other stations will be implemented in the 37-38 GHz and 40-40.5 GHz bands allocated to the space research service on primary basis worldwide. Further, the 37-38 GHz band will be used for high-rate data transfer from an Earth-orbiting S-VLBI station. 

To protect unique operations during critical mission events in the space research service from unexpected interference, this draft new Recommendation contains protection criteria for earth stations in the 37-38 GHz band and space stations in the 40-40.5 GHz band.
