Subject:	Proposed approval of 4 draft new and 3 draft revised Recommendations adopted by Radiocommunication Study Group 4

METHOD FOR CALCULATING single entry CARRIER-TO-INTERFERENCE RATIOS FOR LINKS IN INTER-SATELLITE SERVICE USING �Geostationary orbit


This Recommendation describe a method for calculating single entry carrier to interference ratios for inter-satellite links between geostationary satellites. The method is described in step-by-step fashion, explaining the equations included, and an example is given showing the input parameters required and the results of the calculation based on them.





Draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R S.1339	Document 4/BL/2


SHARING BETWEEN SPACEBORNE PASSIVE SENSORS OF THE EARTH EXPLORATION-SATELLITE SERVICE AND INTER-SATELLITE �LINKS OF GEOSTATIONARY-SATELLITE NETWORKS �IN THE RANGE 54.25 TO 59.3 GHz


The proposed changes simply reflect decisions of WRC-97 concerning the allocation of services to frequency bands in the range 54.25 to 54.3 GHz, and also recommend a wider use of the methods in the Annex in studies of sharing between inter-satellite links of GSO networks  and spaceborne passive sensors in the Earth-exploration satellite service. No changes to the Annex itself are proposed.





Draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R S.1328	Document 4/BL/3


SATELLITE SYSTEM CHARACTERISTICS TO BE CONSIDERED IN FREQUENCY SHARING ANALYSES BETWEEN GEOSTATIONARY-SATELLITE ORBIT (GSO) AND NON-GSO SATELLITE SYSTEMS IN THE FIXED-SATELLITE SERVICE (FSS) INCLUDING FEEDER LINKS FOR THE MOBILE-SATELLITE SERVICE (MSS)


This Recommendation contains technical characteristics of existing and planned GSO FSS systems and NGSO FSS systems, for use in calculations and computations of interference from and to them. The present draft revision updates the Recommendation mainly to include the principal parameters of 19 additional networks, these include both GSO and NGSO networks and one Quasi-GSO network, which variously use the 11/14 GHz bands , the 20/30 GHz bands and 40/50 GHz bands.

The revisions to this Recommendation include editorial corrections to the definitions of the probability of the basic error events and a more lucid procedure for the calculation of the parameters of ITU-T Recommendation G.826 for a given cumulative distribution of bit error probability as a function of time.

Six possible ways are recommended of reducing the impact of short-term interference peaks which occur in both direction of transmission when a non-GSO feeder link satellite temporarily intersects, or nearly intersects, the line between a GSO satellite and one of the earth stations to which it is operating. These techniques may be used independently or in combination.

These specifications comply with Recommendation ITU-R SNG.1007 “Uniform Technical Standard (digital) for Satellite News Gathering”. Latest technique is suggested to achieve an optimized standard for SNG digital HDTV transmission.
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
