Proposed approval of 2 draft new and 3 draft revised Recommendations adopted by Radiocommunication Study Group 1 following Study Group consultation
At the meeting of Radiocommunication Study Group 1 (Spectrum Management), held from 25 to 26 August 1999, the Study Group decided to seek adoption of 2 draft new and 3 draft revised Recommendations by correspondence, according to § 10.2.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-2 (adoption by a Study Group by correspondence).

As stated in Addendum 1 to Circular Letter 1/LCCE/37, dated 12 October 1999, the consultation period ended on 12 November 1999.

Two draft new and 3 draft revised Recommendations have now been adopted by Study Group 1 and the procedure of Resolution ITU-R 1-2, § 10.3.5 is to be applied. The titles and summaries of these Recommendations are given in Annex 1.

Having regard to the provisions of § 10.3.5.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-2, I should be grateful if you would inform me by 25 April 2000, whether your Administration approves or does not approve these draft Recommendations.

A Member State who indicates that the draft Recommendation should not be approved is requested to advise the reason and indicate possible changes in order to facilitate further consideration by the Study Groups during the study period (§ 10.3.5.5 of Resolution ITU-R 1-2).

After the above-mentioned deadline, I will notify the results of this consultation by Administrative Circular and make arrangements for the approved Recommendations to be published in accordance with § 10.3.7 of Resolution ITU-R 1-2.

Any ITU member organization aware of a patent held by itself or others which may fully or partly cover elements of draft Recommendation(s) proposed for approval is requested to disclose such information to me, in no case later than the date scheduled for approval of the Recommendations in this Administrative Circular. The “Statement on Radiocommunication Sector Patent Policy” is contained in Annex 1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-2.

GENERAL PRINCIPLES AND METHODS FOR SHARING
BETWEEN RADIOcommunication SERVICES or BETWEEN RADIO STATIONS

(Questions ITU-R 45-4/1 and 203/1)

Spectrum sharing holds the potential for increasing the efficiency and effectiveness of spectrum use. Interservice sharing exists when two or more radiocommunication services effectively use the same frequency band. Article S1 of the Radio Regulations (RR) (Nos. S1.166 - S.176) defines the parameters to be taken into account in frequency sharing.  Interservice and intraservice sharing of spectrum are facilitated by application of sharing principles and methods that are considered on a general basis but also used in the assignment of frequencies on a station-by-station basis. This revised Recommendation contains more detail information on general principles and methods related to spectrum sharing between radiocommunication services or between radio stations.

DEfINiTION AND MEASUREMENT OF INTERMODULATION PRODUCTS IN TRANSMITTER USING FREQUENCY, PHASE, OR COMPLEX MODULATION techniques

This new Recommendation contains definition and measurement of intermodulation products in transmitter that are part of the unwanted emissions (RR No. S1.145) using frequency, phase, or complex modulation techniques. The intermodulation products are part of the unwanted emissions (RR No. S1.145). The following five types are defined:

Inter transmitter intermodulation.

Intermodulation due to active antennas.

Intermodulation due to passive circuits.

MONITORING OF THE RADIO COVERAGE OF LAND MOBILE NETWORKS TO VERIFY COMPLIANCE WITH A GIVEN LICENcE

(Question ITU-R 215/1)

A number of land mobile networks using different modulation types and access techniques (CDMA, TDMA, FDMA) is increasing world-wide. This Recommendation contains the general principles of monitoring of the radio coverage of land mobile networks to verify compliance with a given license and may help Administrations to ensure appropriate operation of the station and to prevent interference to licensed stations. Common set of technical parameters that determine radio coverage through measurement and simulation are listed in Annex to this Recommendation.

SPURIOUS EMISSIONS

(Question ITU-R 55/1)

This revised Recommendation now covers space services and contains five categories (A, B, C, D and Z) limits. Category A limits are the attenuation values used to calculate maximum permitted spurious emission power levels. Appendix S3 is derived from Category A limits. Category B, C and D limits are more stringent than Category A limits and each represents a compromise between lower unwanted emissions and the cost of equipment. Currently, all are successfully used as national or regional regulations. Category Z limits are the radiation limits for ITE specified by CISPR.
