Proposed approval of 3 draft new Recommendations, 15 draft revised Recommendations and 2 proposed suppressions of Recommendations adopted by Radiocommunication Study Group 6 following Study Group consultation
At the meeting of Radiocommunication Study Group 6 (Broadcasting services), held on 25 September 2000, the Study Group decided to seek adoption of 3 draft new Recommendations, 15 draft revised Recommendations and 2 proposed suppressions of Recommendations by correspondence, according to § 10.2.2 of Resolution ITU‑R 1‑3 (adoption by a Study Group by correspondence).

As stated in Addendum 2 to Circular Letter 6/LCCE/3, dated 11 December 2000, the consultation period ended on 11 January 2001.

The 3 draft new Recommendations, 15 draft revised Recommendations and 2 proposed suppressions of Recommendations have now been adopted by Study Group 6 and the procedure of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, § 10.3.5 is to be applied. The titles and summaries of these Recommendations are given in Annex 1.

Having regard to the provisions of § 10.3.5.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, I should be grateful if you would inform the Secretariat (brsgd@itu.int) by 30 April 2001, whether your Administration approves or does not approve these Recommendations and the proposed suppressions.

A Member State who indicates that these draft Recommendation should not be approved is requested to advise the reason and indicate possible changes in order to facilitate further consideration by the Study Group during the study period (§ 10.3.5.5 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3).

After the above-mentioned deadline, I will notify the results of this consultation by Administrative Circular and make arrangements for the approved Recommendation to be published in accordance with § 10.3.7 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

Any ITU member organization aware of a patent held by itself or others which may fully or partly cover elements of draft Recommendation(s) proposed for approval is requested to disclose such information to me, in no case later than the date scheduled for approval of the Recommendations in this Administrative Circular. The “Statement on Radiocommunication Sector Patent Policy” is contained in Annex 1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

The text of Annex 1 has been deleted since it reflects technology that is now well known.

Summary

The Recommendation is modified to include text and figures describing an additional type of antenna, "angle radiator cage antenna". This antenna system employs specially arranged "angle radiators", normally three or six, suspended from the supporting mast. Various techniques may be applied to achieve desired radiation patterns. Reference is made to calculation methodology that is publicly available.

The Recommendation currently recommends Digital System A be used for terrestrial digital sound broadcasting to vehicular, portable and fixed receivers in the frequency range 30-3 000 MHz. The Recommendation is revised to include an additional system, Digital System F, that meets the requirements of Recommendation ITU-R BS.774-2 and that has been field-tested and demonstrated in some countries. The system has been adopted for use in Japan. Annexes are included that provide both a summary of the system and a full system description. Also included is a table that could be used to evaluate the respective merits of Digital Systems A and F in selecting systems.

Summary

This revised Recommendation contains specifications on how to combine one or more AC-3 elementary streams into an MPEG-2 bit stream by specifying appropriate items as e.g. stream_type, stream_Id, syntax of registration and audio stream descriptor and other useful information for the encoding and decoding of audio streams. These specifications are given in detail for both, System A (ATSC) and System B (DVB). The former version of this Recommendation only contained the description for System A.

Summary

It has been decided to propose that existing Recommendation ITU-R BR.715 would be focused on the international exchange of analogue ENG (electronic news gathering) recordings, and that a new Recommendation would be drafted, related to the international exchange of digital ENG recordings, both in SDTV and in HDTV.

Summary

This draft new Recommendation is the result of a review and update of the technical characteristics of the three digital multiprogramme systems contained in Recommendation ITU-R BO.1294, and the consideration of any new systems. As a result of this work, a fourth system sharing the same common architectural elements of the original three systems has been added to this set of three. The resulting new Recommendation is intended to replace Recommendation ITU-R BO.1294. For these four systems, the new document contains summary and detailed system characteristics, information on the common architectural elements, a comparative evaluation, and information on the feasibility of building integrated circuits to implement the core functions in a common integrated receiver.

Summary

The previous version of this Recommendation was adopted by correspondence by former Study Group 10 in March 2000 and was sent to Member States for approval by consultation as described in Resolution ITU‑R 1-3.

The previous version of this Recommendation was drafted a year ago and included four systems. A short summary for each of the systems can be found in Annex 1 to the Recommendation. Since then, major developments took place. A new BSS (sound) system was developed and tested by WorldSpace. This new system allows hybrid satellite/terrestrial operation of a digital sound‑broadcasting service in one of the bands allocated to BSS (sound) by WARC-92. The proposal from WorldSpace is to operate the system specifically in the 1.5 GHz band. The extensive comparative table that was developed in the previous version of the Recommendation was augmented with the necessary information describing this new Digital System DH and a new Annex 5 describing the system was added. A more complete version of the system description is to be included, along with the other four system descriptions in the update to the ITU-R Special Publication on BSS (sound).

Equivalent Power Flux-Density Limits, epfd↓, to Protect The Broadcasting-Satellite Service in the 12 GHz Band From Interference Caused by Non-GSO FSS Systems

Summary

This draft new Recommendation, consistent with Resolution 76 (WRC-2000), provides in Annex 1 the specific aggregate non-GSO epfd↓ limits that are appropriate to protect GSO BSS systems from non‑GSO FSS interference. These aggregate non-GSO epfd↓ limits were used to derive the single-entry epfd↓ limits that appear in Article S22 as revised at WRC-2000. These aggregate limits are useful to administrations that wish to take into account the aggregate interference from non‑GSO FSS systems. In addition, Annex 2 of the document provides the methodology to go from single entry epfd↓ masks to aggregate epfd↓ masks, and vice versa.

SAFE AREAS OF WIDE-SCREEN 16:9 AND STANDARD 4:3 ASPECT RATIO  PRODUCTIONS TO ACHIEVE A COMMON FORMAT DURING A

Summary

Programme production can include widescreen or conventional formats. Equally, programme delivery can be widescreen or conventional formats. To allow programme makers who so wish, Recommendation ITU-R BT.1379 gives guidance on a safe area which can be used to ensure that action is always viewable whatever delivery format is used. The revision to Recommendation ITU‑R BT.1379 makes the position of the safe area more precisely defined, by providing its coordinates in pixel positions on the screen.
