Proposed approval of 3 draft revised Recommendations adopted by Radiocommunication Study Group 3 following Study Group consultation
At the meeting of Radiocommunication Study Group 3 (Radiowave propagation), held on 12 June 2001, the Study Group decided to seek adoption of 3 draft revised Recommendations by correspondence, according to § 10.2.2 of Resolution ITU‑R 1‑3 (adoption by a Study Group by correspondence).

As stated in Circular Letter 3/LCCE/19, dated 18 July 2001, the consultation period ended on 18 August 2001.

The 3 draft revised Recommendations have now been adopted by Study Group 3 and the procedure of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, § 10.3.5 is to be applied. The titles and summaries of the Recommendations are given in Annex 1.

Having regard to the provisions of § 10.3.5.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, I should be grateful if you would inform the Secretariat (brsgd@itu.int) by 29 November 2001, whether your Administration approves or does not approve these draft Recommendations.

A Member State who indicates that the draft Recommendation should not be approved is requested to advise the reason and indicate possible changes in order to facilitate further consideration by the Study Groups during the study period (§ 10.3.5.5 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3).

After the above-mentioned deadline, I will notify the results of this consultation by Administrative Circular and make arrangements for the approved Recommendations to be published in accordance with § 10.3.7 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

Any ITU member organization aware of a patent held by itself or others which may fully or partly cover elements of draft Recommendation(s) proposed for approval is requested to disclose such information to me, in no case later than the date scheduled for approval of the Recommendations in this Administrative Circular. The “Statement on Radiocommunication Sector Patent Policy” is contained in Annex 1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

GUIDE TO THE APPLICATION OF THE PROPAGATION METHODS OF RADIOCOMMUNICATION STUDY GROUP 3

In addition, information has been added on the various digital maps of radiometeorological parameters, together with guidance as to their application in prediction methods.

WATER VAPOUR: SURFACE DENSITY AND TOTAL COLUMNAR CONTENT

The revision concerns new digital maps of surface water vapour density which provide annual values exceeded for percentages of time from 1 to 50 %. As for other digital maps of radiometeorological parameters, the corresponding data files can be obtained from that part of the ITU-R website relating to Study Group 3. An example map for 50 % time is contained in the revised text of the Recommendation.

PROPAGATION DATA AND PREDICTION METHODS REQUIRED FOR 
THE DESIGN OF TERRESTRIAL LINE-OF-SIGHT SYSTEMS

Several parts of the Recommendation have been revised, the most significant being section 6 on techniques for alleviating the effects of multipath propagation. Detailed information, much of a practical nature, has been added relating to the design of links that may or may not require some form of diversity reception or transmission. A revision has also been made to the method for converting deep fade statistics relating to an average worst month to those relating to shorter worst month periods of time. The revised Recommendation also indicates the deletion of Annex 2 (Prediction of error performance and availability of line-of-sight synchronous digital hierarchy radio links), the latter having been passed to Study Group 9 for future consideration.
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
