Proposed approval of 3 draft new and 2 draft revised Recommendations adopted by Radiocommunication Study Group 6 following Study Group consultation
At the meeting of Radiocommunication Study Group 6 (Broadcasting services), held on 30 March 2001, the Study Group decided to seek adoption of 3 draft new and 2 draft revised Recommendations by correspondence, according to § 10.2.2 of Resolution ITU‑R 1‑3 (adoption by a Study Group by correspondence).

As stated in Addendum 1 to Circular Letter 6/LCCE/8, dated 11 June 2001, the consultation period ended on 11 July 2001.

The 3 draft new Recommendations and 2 draft revised Recommendations have now been adopted by Study Group 6 and the procedure of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, § 10.3.5 is to be applied. The titles and summaries of these Recommendations are given in Annex 1.

Having regard to the provisions of § 10.3.5.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, I should be grateful if you would inform the Secretariat (brsgd@itu.int) by 24 November 2001, whether your Administration approves or does not approve these Recommendations.

A Member State who indicates that these draft Recommendations should not be approved is requested to advise the reason and indicate possible changes in order to facilitate further consideration by the Study Group during the study period (§ 10.3.5.5 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3).

After the above-mentioned deadline, I will notify the results of this consultation by Administrative Circular and make arrangements for the approved Recommendations to be published in accordance with § 10.3.7 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

Any ITU member organization aware of a patent held by itself or others which may fully or partly cover elements of draft Recommendation(s) proposed for approval is requested to disclose such information to me, in no case later than the date scheduled for approval of the Recommendations in this Administrative Circular. The “Statement on Radiocommunication Sector Patent Policy” is contained in Annex 1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

DATA LINK PROTOCOL FOR INTERACTION CHANNEL

Summary

This draft new Recommendation intends to provide a specification of data link layer protocol for interaction channel especially when using a low data rate modem and a simple data transfer protocol.
Basically, PSTN, ISDN and mobile phone networks are supposed to be used for its interaction channel in this Recommendation. This data link protocol can be applied to various types of simple protocol stack for interaction channel (i.e. non-internet protocol (non-IP)-based protocols such as HDLC (ISO 3309, 4335, 7809), basic mode data transmission control procedure (e.g. Japanese industrial standards X5002) etc.).

Method for objective measurements of 
perceived audio quality

Summary

Recommendation ITU-R BS.1387, entitled "Method for objective measurements of perceived audio quality", was published in 1998. Since then, a number of errors have been identified in the document which make the standard difficult to implement and the conformance criteria impossible to meet. Corrections and clarifications were summarized in Document 6Q/29. The necessary modifications were incorporated into a new version of PEAQ and the performance was cross‑checked against the 1998 version. It was proven by one of the original developers that the proposed corrections and modifications conform to the Recommendation.

The corrections and changes listed in Annex 1 of this document can be summarized into three categories:

Changes that correct errors in formulas and tables including constants given with insufficient precision to meet conformance criteria.

Changes that make the Recommendation more readable and simplify its implementation.
