Proposed approval of 6 draft revised Recommendations adopted by Radiocommunication Study Group 9

At the meeting of ITU-R Study Group 9 (Fixed service) held from 11 to 12 October 2001, the Study Group adopted the text of 6 draft revised Recommendations, and agreed to apply the procedure of Resolution ITU-R 1-3 (see § 10.3.5) for approval of Recommendations by consultation. The title and summary of these Recommendations are given in Annex 1.

Having regard to the provisions of § 10.3.5.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, I should be grateful if you would inform me by 2 February 2002, whether your Administration approves or does not approve these draft revised Recommendations.

A Member State who indicates that any of the draft revised Recommendations should not be approved is requested to advise the reason and indicate possible changes in order to facilitate further consideration by the Study Group during the study period (§ 10.3.5.5 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3).

After the above-mentioned deadline, I will notify the results of this consultation by Administrative Circular and make arrangements for the approved Recommendations to be published in accordance with § 10.3.7 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

Any ITU member organization aware of a patent held by itself or others, which may fully or partly cover elements of these draft revised Recommendations proposed for approval, is requested to disclose such information to me, in no case later than the date scheduled for approval of the Recommendations in this Administrative Circular. Draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R F.592-2

The revision of this Recommendation provides several terms and definitions regarding fixed service systems, in order to use them in an unambiguous way. New Section 5 contains acronyms and abbreviations with their meaning that are utilized in the Recommendation.

Certain ITU-R Recommendations for analogue radio-relay systems
including those which have been deleted
This Recommendation provides a list of Recommendations dealing with analogue fixed service systems, both reprinted and not reprinted.  The revision proposes the deletion of 26 Recommendations on analogue systems, which have not been reprinted since 1990, but maintaining a list of these deleted Recommendations.

Radio-frequency arrangements for systems in the fixed service

operating in the band 31.8-33.4 GHz

This revision of the Recommendation provides a new Annex 2 on radio-frequency block arrangement for fixed wireless systems operating in the 31.8-33.4 GHz band.
Draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R F.1496

Radio-frequency channel arrangements for fixed wireless systems 
operating in the band 51.4‑52.6 GHz

Recommendation ITU-R F.1496 currently specifies and recommends channel spacings of 56, 28 and 14 MHz in the 52 GHz band. The new revision is to incorporate the smaller, 7 and 3.5 MHz channel spacings by subdivision of the larger channels, with Annexes 1 and 2 updated accordingly. Also the title is slightly changed to use the term fixed wireless system.

It has now become necessary to incorporate the smaller, 7 and 3.5 MHz particularly for the provision of IMT‑2000 infrastructure links. Section 2 of this draft document proposes a preliminary draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R F.1496 to include the 7 and 3.5 MHz channels spacings by subdivision of the larger channels with Annexes 1 and 2 updated accordingly.

Draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R F.1497

Radio-frequency channel arrangements for fixed wireless systems
operating in the band 55.78-59 GHz

For the 55.78 to 57 GHz range, Recommendation ITU-R F.1497 currently specifies channels based on 56, 28 and 14 MHz spacings. The new revision is to incorporate the smaller, 7 and 3.5 MHz channel spacings by subdivision of the larger channels, with Annexes 1 and 2 updated accordingly.

WRC‑2000 resolved the issue of protection of passive services in the band 55.78-56.26 GHz by placing a maximum power density limit on fixed service stations (RR S5.557A). This specified limit now allows for the inclusion of smaller channel spacings of 7 and 3.5 MHz.

This draft revision proposes to include the 7 and 3.5 MHz channel spacings purely on a subdivision basis as these smaller channels will be required amongst other requirements for the provision of IMT‑2000 infrastructure deployment.

Draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R F.1102

Characteristics of fixed wireless systems operating 
in frequency bands above about 17 GHz

The purpose of this Recommendation is to provide characteristics of fixed wireless systems operating in frequency bands above about 17 GHz. This Recommendation was last updated in 1994. Since that time, there have been significant changes in the application of fixed wireless networks, with the current trend towards high-density deployments in many of the bands above 17 GHz. This revision updates the Annex by including reference to high-density fixed service networks, particularly those for subscriber-based applications.
