Frequency sharing between systems in the fixed service using high

This Recommendation provides a methodology for analysing the frequency sharing between HAPS in the fixed service and satellite stations in the geostationary orbit in the bands 47.2-47.5 and 47.9‑48.2 GHz. This revision adds new Annex 4, which provides a specific example of the analysis of sharing feasibility using the methodology in Annex 1 and the system information in Annexes 2 and 3.
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
