Proposed approval of 1 draft revised Recommendation adopted by Radiocommunication Study Group 6 following Study Group consultation

At the meeting of Radiocommunication Study Group 6 (Broadcasting services), held on 1 and 2 October 2001, the Study Group decided to seek adoption of 3 draft new, 3 draft modified and 5 draft revised Recommendations by correspondence, according to § 10.2.2 of Resolution ITU‑R 1‑3 (adoption by a Study Group by correspondence).

As stated in Addendum 1 to Circular Letter 6/LCCE/12, dated 3 December 2001, the consultation period ended on 3 January 2002.

These Recommendations (except draft revised Recommendation ITU-R BS.1114-2, the adoption of which was objected by the French Administration) were adopted on 3 December 2001 by Study Group 6 and the procedure of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, § 10.3.5, for the adopted Recommendations, was applied (see Administrative Circular CAR/127 dated 31 January 2002). 

In reply to the objection of the French Administration, the Administration of the United States of America submitted Document 6E/207 to Working Party 6E. This document was considered in the last meeting of Working Party 6E held in Geneva 14 to 20 March 2002.

The French Administration sent a letter to the Bureau, dated 20 of March 2002, with a copy to the Chairman of Study Group 6, stating that Document 6E/207 addressed the objections to the adoption of the text of Document 6/203(Rev.1), and that the French Administration is in a position to lift its objection and therefore approves the revised Recommendation ITU‑R BS.1114-2.

Therefore, considering that draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R BS.1114-2 in Doc. 6/203(Rev.1) has now been adopted by Study Group 6, the procedure of Resolution ITU‑R 1‑3, § 10.3.5 is to be applied.

Having regard to the provisions of § 10.3.5.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, I should be grateful if you would inform the Secretariat (brsgd@itu.int) by 3 August 2002, whether your Administration approves or does not approve this Recommendation.

A Member State who indicates that this draft Recommendation should not be approved is requested to advise the reason and indicate possible changes in order to facilitate further consideration by the Study Group during the study period (§ 10.3.5.5 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3).

After the above-mentioned deadline, I will notify the results of this consultation by Administrative Circular and make arrangements for the approved Recommendation to be published in accordance with § 10.3.7 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

Any ITU member organization aware of a patent held by itself or others which may fully or partly cover elements of draft Recommendation proposed for approval is requested to disclose such information to me, in no case later than the date scheduled for approval of the Recommendation in this Administrative Circular. The “Statement on Radiocommunication Sector Patent Policy” is contained in Annex 1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

Title and summary of the draft revised Recommendation adopted by Radiocommunication Study Group 6

Draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R BS.1114-2

Systems for terrestrial digital sound broadcasting to vehicular, portable and fixed receivers in the frequency range 30-3 000 MHz

Recommendation ITU-R BS.1114-2 contains systems recommendations for terrestrial digital sound broadcasting to vehicular, portable and fixed receivers in the frequency range 30-3 000 MHz. The Recommendation currently addresses two systems for operation at various portions of the range 30‑3 000 MHz. At its meeting in March 2001, Working Party 6E approved a preliminary draft revision to the Recommendation that would include Digital System C in the recommendation. Consistent with the agreement of the working party at its last meeting, WP 6E has received an updated and more detailed system description for Digital System C as well as final laboratory and field test results. Based on the existing agreement of the working party and the significant progress made with Digital System C since March 2001, Study Group 6 seeks adoption and further approval of the attached draft revision to Recommendation ITU-R BS.1114-2 to include Digital System C as a recommended system. Approval of this draft revision will not change the content of the existing Recommendation but will complement the existing text by adding details on a third system which satisfies the system requirements. As such, the draft revision is consistent with § 10.1.6 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3.
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
