Proposed approval of 2 draft new Recommendations adopted by Radiocommunication Study Group 1 following Study Group consultation

At the meeting of Radiocommunication Study Group 1 (Spectrum management), held on 13 and 14 November 2001, the Study Group decided to seek adoption of 2 draft new and 1 draft revised Recommendation by correspondence, according to § 10.2.2 of Resolution ITU‑R 1‑3 (adoption by a Study Group by correspondence).

As stated in Addendum 1 to Circular Letter 1/LCCE/48, dated 11 February 2002, the consultation period ended on 11 March 2002.

The 2 draft new Recommendations and 1 draft revised Recommendation have now been adopted by Study Group 1 and the procedure of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, § 10.3.5 is to be applied. Unfortunately, due to delays in processing, draft Recommendation ITU-R SM.1413 will be sent for approval at a later time. The titles and summaries of the remaining 2 Recommendations are given in Annex 1.

Having regard to the provisions of § 10.3.5.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, I should be grateful if you would inform the Secretariat (brsgd@itu.int) by 22 October 2002, whether your Administration approves or does not approve these Recommendations.

A Member State who indicates that these draft Recommendation should not be approved is requested to advise the reason and indicate possible changes in order to facilitate further consideration by the Study Group during the study period (§ 10.3.5.5 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3).

After the above-mentioned deadline, I will notify the results of this consultation by Administrative Circular and make arrangements for the approved Recommendation to be published in accordance with § 10.3.7 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

Any ITU member organization aware of a patent held by itself or others which may fully or partly cover elements of draft Recommendation(s) proposed for approval is requested to disclose such information to me, in no case later than the date scheduled for approval of the Recommendations in this Administrative Circular. The “Statement on Radiocommunication Sector Patent Policy” is contained in Annex 1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

Methods of radio direction finding and location on TDMA and CDMA signals

The considerable expansion of cellular radiotelephony networks increases the risk of interference within networks and to networks, especially in the boundaries of countries at the edges of station coverages operating by different operators and/or in the case of sharing frequency bands or adjacent bands. In order to keep a high level of quality of service which is of paramount importance for the operators and the users of the service it is recommended; that the fixed and mobile monitoring stations should be implemented capacities of direction finding of TDMA and CDMA signals.

Principles of processing of radio direction finding and location of TDMA and CDMA signals and the methods are described in Annexes 1-3.

Determination of the geographical and frequency distribution of the
