Proposed approval of 2 draft new and 1 draft revised Recommendations, and proposed suppression of 1 Recommendation, as adopted by Radiocommunication Study Groups 4 and 9
At the joint meeting of ITU-R Study Groups 4 (Fixed-satellite service) and 9 (Fixed service) held on 26 April 2002, the Study Groups decided to seek adoption of 5 draft new and 1 draft revised Recommendations and the proposed suppression of 1 Recommendation by correspondence, according to § 10.2.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3 (adoption by a Study Group by correspondence).

As stated in Addendum 1 to Circular Letter 4/LCCE/76-9/LCCE/72, dated 9 September 2002, the consultation period ended on 9 October 2002. 

Three of these Recommendations have now been adopted by Study Groups 4 and 9 and the procedure of Resolution ITU-R 1-3 § 10.3.5 is to be applied. The titles and summaries of these Recommendations are given in Annex 1. 

As regards the 3 other draft new Recommendations (Docs. 4/91-9/150, 4/92‑9/151 and 4/95-9/154), there will be an informal meeting during the CPM‑02 to discuss the objection raised to their adoption.

Having regard to the provisions of § 10.3.5.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, I should be grateful if you would inform the Secretariat (brsgd@itu.int) by 5 February 2003, whether your Administration approves or does not approve the draft Recommendations listed in Annex 1.

A Member State who indicates that any draft Recommendation should not be approved is requested to advise the reason and indicate possible changes in order to facilitate further consideration by the Study Groups during the study period (§ 10.3.5.5 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3).

After the above-mentioned deadline, I will notify the results of this consultation by Administrative Circular and make arrangements for the approved Recommendations to be published in accordance with § 10.3.7 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

Any ITU member organization aware of a patent held by itself or others which may fully or partly cover elements of draft Recommendation(s) proposed for approval is requested to disclose such information to me, in no case later than the date scheduled for approval of the Recommendations in this Administrative Circular. The “Statement on Radiocommunication Sector Patent Policy” is contained in Annex 1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

A methodology for interference evaluation from the downlink of the fixed 
service using high altitude platform stations to the uplink of the 
fixed-satellite service using the geostationary satellites 
within the band 27.5-28.35 GHz
This Recommendation provides a methodology that can be used to evaluate the interference from the down-links of high altitude platform stations in the fixed service into the uplinks of the fixed satellite service in using geostationary satellites in the frequency band 27.5 to 28.35 GHz.

Methodology for determining power flux-density statistics for use in sharing studies between fixed wireless systems (FWS) and multiple FSS satellites
At some elevation angles on the surface of the Earth, the power flux-density produced by a satellite may be smaller than the limiting values required by conformance to a given pfd mask because of the limitations of real antenna gain patterns and the need to avoid self interference. This Recommendation provides a methodology for determining the statistics of the power flux-density produced at the surface of the Earth by satellites in GSO or non-GSO orbits.

Intersection of radio-relay antenna beams with orbits 
used by space stations in the fixed-satellite service
This Recommendation discusses various aspects of the intersection of radio-relay antenna beams with orbits used by space stations in the fixed-satellite service and, in particular, Annex 2 presents an analytical method for calculating separation angles between radio-relay antenna beams and the geostationary-satellite orbit. This revised Recommendation expands the applicability of Annex 2 so that it becomes applicable also to radio-relay antennas with very high elevation angles. Appendix 1 to Annex 2 gives a revised computer program written in C language.

Proposal for suppression of Recommendation ITU-R SF.615-1

Recommendation ITU-R F.1565, "Performance degradation due to interference from other services sharing the same frequency bands on a co-primary basis with real digital fixed wireless systems (FWS) used in the international and national portions of a 27 500 km hypothetical reference path at or above the primary rate" developed by Working Party 9A, is now approved (see Administrative Circular CACE/258). 

The original version of Recommendation ITU-R SF.615 was approved in 1986. In those days, it was the only Recommendation dealing with the interference criteria of digital fixed service systems. It is also noted that Recommendation ITU-R SF.615 originally treated only digital fixed service systems operating at a bit rate below the primary rate, which may not be so important for the current sharing studies conducted by Working Party 4-9S.

Therefore, the importance of Recommendation ITU-R SF.615-1 has diminished and it is now superseded by Recommendation ITU-R F.1565.

Based on the above considerations, it is proposed that Recommendation ITU-R SF.615-1 should be deleted.
