Proposed approval of one draft revised Recommendation adopted by Radiocommunication Study Group 8 following Study Group consultation
At the meeting of Radiocommunication Study Group 8 (Mobile, radiodetermination, amateur and related services), held from 5 to 7 November 2001, the Study Group decided to seek adoption of one draft revised Recommendation by correspondence, according to § 10.2.2 of Resolution ITU‑R 1‑3 (adoption by a Study Group by correspondence).

As stated in Addendum 1 to Circular Letter 8/LCCE/113, dated 18 October 2002, the consultation period ended on 18 November 2002.

The draft revised Recommendation has now been adopted by Study Group 8 and the procedure of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, § 10.3.5 is to be applied. The title and summary of this Recommendation is given in Annex 1.
