Proposed approval of 1 draft revised Recommendation adopted by Radiocommunication Study Group 1
At the meeting of ITU-R Study Group 1 (Spectrum Management) held on 14 and 15 November 2001, the Study Group adopted the texts of 2 draft new and 1 draft revised Recommendation, and agreed to apply the procedure of Resolution ITU-R 1-3 (see § 10.3.5) for approval of Recommendations by consultation. The 2 draft new Recommendations have been approved (see Administrative Circular CAR/138 (Recommendations ITU-R SM. 1598 and ITU-R SM.1599). The title and summary of the remaining draft revised Recommendation is given in Annex 1.
