Proposed approval of 1 draft new and 2 draft modified Recommendations adopted by Radiocommunication Study Group 4
At the meeting of ITU-R Study Group 4 (Fixed-satellite services) held on 20 March 2003, the Study Group adopted the texts of one draft new and two draft modified Recommendations, and agreed to apply the procedure of Resolution ITU-R 1-4 (see § 10.4.5) for approval of Recommendations by consultation. The titles and summaries of these Recommendations are given in Annex 1.

Draft new Recommendation ITU-R S.[Doc. 4/58]

Interference mitigation techniques and frequency sharing in 
the range 37.5‑42.5 GHz and 47.5‑50.2 GHz between GSO FSS networks 
and non-GSO FSS systems

Based on studies, described in two Annexes, on simulation of interference between one LEO FSS system and one GSO FSS system each planned to employ the 50 GHz band for its up-links and the 40 GHz band for its down-links, this DNR recommends that sharing may be facilitated by the use of opposite polarizations by the two systems, or by spot-beam operation coupled with geographic separation of the earth segments of the two systems. It recommends also that other mitigation techniques to avoid main beam-to-main bean coupling of interference during “in-line” transitions may be used, and the relative merits of satellite diversity are briefly discussed in a third Annex.

provisional technical Characteristics of earth stations on board vessels operating in the frequency bands 5 925-6 425 mhz and 14-14.5 GHz which are allocated to the fixed-satellite service

Modifications are made to Table 1, which lists the key transmission parameters for ESVs transmitting in the band 5 925-6 425 MHz, primarily to express the power densities and the e.i.r.p. densities in a 4 kHz reference bandwidth, instead of the 1 MHz reference bandwidth in the current version of this Recommendation. Additionally, small errors in the occupied bandwidths of one of the systems are corrected in Table 2, which lists the key transmission parameters for ESVs transmitting in the band 14-14.5 GHz. Some editorial changes are also made to both Tables for the purposes of clarification.

It is proposed that small amendments should be made to the title of this Recommendation to clarify the fact that, in its present form, it does not cover systems based on satellites in elliptical orbits, and that further small amendments should be made in Annex 2 to reflect the fact that it is unnecessary to include, in a simulation model, earth stations which cannot be seen from the geostationary satellite concerned.
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
