Proposed approval of 4 draft new Recommendations, 2 draft revised Recommendations and 1 draft modified Recommendation adopted by Radiocommunication Study Group 9
At the meeting of Radiocommunication Study Group 9, held on 15 April 2003, the Study Group decided to seek adoption of 4 draft new Recommendations, 2 revised Recommendations and 1 draft modified Recommendation by correspondence, according to § 10.2.3 of Resolution ITU-R 1-4 (adoption by a Study Group by correspondence).

As stated in Addendum 1 to Circular Letter 9/LCCE/78, dated 23 July 2003, the consultation period ended on 23 August 2003.

These Recommendations have now been adopted by Study Group 9 and the procedure of Resolution ITU-R 1-4, is to be applied. The titles and summaries of these Recommendations are given in Annex 1.

Having regard to the provisions of § 10.4.5.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-4, I should be grateful if you would inform the Secretariat (brsgd@itu.int) by 6 January 2004, whether your Administration approves or does not approve these draft Recommendations.

A Member State who indicates that these draft Recommendations should not be approved is requested to advise the reason and indicate possible changes in order to facilitate further consideration by the Study Group during the study period (§ 10.4.5.5 of Resolution ITU-R 1-4).

After the above-mentioned deadline, I will notify the results of this consultation by Administrative Circular and make arrangements for the approved Recommendations to be published in accordance with § 10.4.7 of Resolution ITU-R 1-4.

Any ITU member organization aware of a patent held by itself or others which may fully or partly cover elements of draft Recommendation(s) proposed for adoption is requested to disclose such information to me, in no case later than the date scheduled for approval of the Recommendations in this Administrative Circular. The “Statement on Radiocommunication Sector Patent Policy” is contained in Annex 1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-4.

Titles and summaries of the draft Recommendations 
adopted by Radiocommunication Study Group 9

Draft new Recommendation ITU-R F.[Doc. 9/170]
Doc. 9/BL/1

Error performance objectives for real digital fixed wireless links
used in 27 500 km hypothetical reference paths and connections

This Recommendation provides updated information on error performance objectives for real digital fixed wireless links used in 27 500 km hypothetical reference paths and connections taking into account the ITU-T Recommendations G.826 (approved in December 2002), G.828 and G.829.

It is the only Recommendation defining error performance objectives for all real digital fixed wireless links. It replaces Recommendations ITU-R F.594, ITU-R F.634, ITU-R F.696, ITU‑R F.697, ITU-R F.1397 and ITU-R F.1491, which could be used only for systems designed prior the approval of this Recommendation.

Draft new Recommendation ITU-R F.[9A/GSO-1][Doc. 9/172]

Interference criteria of fixed wireless systems operating in the 37-40 GHz and 40.5-42.5 GHz bands with respect to satellites in the geostationary orbit

Draft new Recommendation ITU R F.[9A/GSO/1] provides the interference criteria to protect fixed wireless systems (FWS) from interference produced by GSO satellites in the 38 and 40 GHz bands. It includes two sets of criteria for, on the one hand, some links in certain broadband wireless access applications and, on the other hand, all other FWS.

Protection of fixed wireless systems from terrestrial digital video broadcasting systems in the VHF and UHF shared bands

This draft new Recommendation provides protection criteria for fixed wireless systems operating in the portions of the UHF and VHF bands shared with terrestrial digital video broadcasting.

Draft new Recommendation ITU-R F.[9B/COORDINATION-FWS][Doc. 9/193]

Guidelines for a process to address the deployment of area-licensed fixed wireless systems operating in neighbouring countries

This Recommendation provides guidelines for use by administrations or operators which intend to deploy area-licensed fixed wireless systems (excluding HAPS‑based systems) in close proximity of international borders. Annex 1 gives possible agreement process and examples of distances and power flux-density to be used for the coordination triggers.
Draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R F.384-7 [Doc. 9/187]

Radio-frequency channel arrangements for medium and high capacity digital fixed wireless systems operating in the upper 6 GHz band

This Recommendation provides radio-frequency arrangements for fixed wireless systems (FWS) operating in the upper 6 GHz band (6 430-7 110 MHz). The revision is intended to add a new arrangement with 30 MHz separation, which could accommodate systems with a capacity of the order of 155 Mbit/s in synchronous digital hierarchy. The old descriptions related to the analogue systems are deleted.

Draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R F.1401 [Doc. 9/189]

Considerations for the identification of possible frequency bands for fixed wireless access and related sharing studies

This Recommendation provides basic considerations on the use of the spectrum for fixed wireless access (FWA) application and a methodology to identify possible frequency bands for FWA systems taking into account related sharing studies. The revision is made to update the text for the consideration of each spectrum segmentation and references as well as to provide new Annex 1 presenting information on the sharing studies to identify frequency bands for FWA systems.
Draft modification to Recommendation ITU-R F.699-5 [Doc. 9/180]

Reference radiation patterns for fixed wireless system antennas for use in coordination studies and interference assessment in the frequency range from 100 MHz to about 70 GHz

This Recommendation was modified to add a new antenna radiation pattern for use from 100 MHz up to, but not including, 1 GHz. In addition, the term “line-of sight” was deleted and the term “radio-relay” was replaced with the term “fixed wireless system” throughout the text.
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
