Dear Mr. Jones:


The United States administration has reviewed the Rules of Procedure referring to Nos. S5.523A and S9.11A of the Radio Regulations, recently approved at the 13th and 14th meetings of the Radio Regulations Board (RRB). We wish to raise the following points:


•	As per the instructs the Radiocommunication Bureau of Resolution 132 (WRC�97), No. S5.523A is to be applied from 22 November 1997. The corresponding Rule of Procedure (RoP) should therefore be applied as from its approval by the RRB on 14 July 1998.


•	Item 4.1 of the RoP for No. S9.11A should be revised because the bands 18.8�19.3 GHz and 28.6�29.1 GHz, on the one hand, and 19.3�19.7 GHz and 29.1�29,4 GHz, on the other, have different regulatory regimes and therefore should be addressed in different texts.


The Attachment provides more details.


This Administration would appreciate the Bureau's prompt attention to these important matters.

1.	Date of Entering Into Force of S5.523A and of the Associated Rule of Procedure


During the 13th meeting of the Radio Regulations Board, held in Geneva from 6 July through 14 July 1998, a Rule of Procedure for No. S5.523A of the Radio Regulations was approved, as contained in Document RRB98/114. This RoP was not included in the "Rules of Procedure adopted by the 13th meeting of the Radio Regulations Board for Immediate Application".


However, the instructs the BR in Resolution 132 (WRC�97) states:


"to apply the provisions of No. S5.523A, in the bands 18.8�19.3 GHz and 28.6�29.1 GHz, as from 22 November 1997."


Therefore, since Resolution 132 went into force immediately after WRC�97, S5.523A is to be applied as from 22 November 1997. As a consequence, the corresponding RoP, approved by the 13th meeting of the RRB, should be applicable as of 14 July 1998.


It is recognized that S59.4 lists Resolutions of WRC�97 where dates different from 1 January 1999 are stipulated for specific provisions to become effective and that this list does not include Resolution 132. However, this is superseded by the decisions contained in Resolution 132 itself.


2.	Rule of Procedure on S9.11A


During the 14th meeting of the Radio Regulations Board, held in Geneva from November 30 through December 8 1998, Consolidated Rules of Procedure for Article S9 were approved, as contained in Document RRB98/124(Rev.1).


The US administration would like to express its disagreement with respect to the text contained in Section 4, item 4.1, of the Rule of Procedures addressing No. S9.11A. This text is reproduced below for reference purposes.


"4.	Application of the procedure for "existing" networks


4.1	The Board noted that, as of 18 November 1995, in the frequency bands 18.9�19.6 GHz and 28.7�29.4 GHz, and on 22 November 1997, in the frequency bands 18.8�18.9 GHz, 19.6�19.7 GHz, 28.6�28.7 GHz and 29.4�29.5 GHz to which the Resolution 46/S9.11A was referred by WRC�95 and WRC�97, as appropriate, some GSO systems were already under the coordination (former Article 11) or MIFR recording (former Article 13) procedures (complete AP3/APS4 information had been received by the Bureau) and some non�GSO systems were under the MIFR recording procedure (complete AP3/APS4 information had been received by the Bureau under former Article 13). On the basis of WRC�97 decisions (see S5.523A, S5.523C, S5.523D, S5.523E) these networks are not subject to the formal application of S9.11A/ paragraphs 2.1 and 2.2 of Annex 1 to Resolution 46 (to "effect" coordination). This means that, when they are examined under the notification procedure of Article S11, the provisions of S11.32 with respect to the application of S9.11A will not apply with respect to them and that GSO networks already under coordination on 18 November l995 or 22 November 1997, in the appropriate bands, will not be published by the Bureau in a special section in the application of S9.11A. (See also Rules of Procedure relating to S5.523A).


On the other hand, however, these GSO networks (under coordination or coordinated under provisions other than S9.11A/Res.46) as well as GSO and non�GSO cases notified to the Bureau under former Article 13 before 18 November 1995 will be taken into account in the coordination process under S9.l lA initiated by other administrations after 18 November 1995 or 22 November 1997, as appropriate, in application of S9.27".


With respect to the bands 18.8�19.3 GHz and 28.6�29.1 GHz, a Rule of Procedure was approved during the 13th meeting of the RRB (see RoP for S5.523A in Document RRB98/114). The approved text removed language contained in the Bureau's proposed text for this RoP (Document RRB98/108�). Equivalent language now reappears in the text of item 4.1 above and is therefore in contradiction with decisions taken during the 13th meeting.


The US administration is of the view that:


(i)	the regulatory regime in the bands 18.8�19.3 GHz and 28.6�29.1 GHz, on one hand, and 19.3�19.7 GHz and 29.1�29.4 GHz, on the other hand, are not the same and therefore these bands have to be treated in separate texts;


(ii)	language contained in the approved RoP for S5.523A (namely that when notifying GSO networks which were under coordination on 18 November 1995, administrations "shall include a statement indicating that the obligation "shall cooperate to the maximum extent possible" referred to in this provision has been fulfilled and the Bureau shall publish this information in its Weekly Circular accordingly") should be included in the text of the RoP on S9.11A dealing with the bands 18.8�19.3 GHz and 28.6�29.1 GHz;


(iii)	in the bands 18.8�19.3 GHz and 28.6�29.1 GHz (i.e. the full 2 times 500 MHz) Resolution 46 applies as of 18 November 1995. This is clear from resolves 1 of Resolution 132 (WRC�97)�.


As a result, the US proposes that for the bands 19.3�19.7 GHz and 29.1�29.5 GHz the current text, with the appropriate consequential changes indicated below, be retained. This text would then be:

"4.	Application of the procedure for "existing" networks


4.1.a	The Board noted that, as of 18 November 1995, in the frequency bands 18.819.3�19.6 GHz and 28.729.1�29.4 GHz, and on 22 November 1997, in the frequency bands 18.8-18.9° GHz, 19.6�19.7 GHz, 28.6-28.7 GHz and 29.4 � 29.5 GHz to which the Resolution 46/S9.11A was referred by WRC�95 and WRC�97, as appropriate, some GSO systems were already under the coordination (former Article 11) or MIFR recording (former Article 13) procedures (complete AP3/APS4 information had been received by the Bureau) and some non�GSO systems were under the MIFR recording procedure (complete AP3/APS4 information had been received by the Bureau under former Article 13). On the basis of WRC�97 decisions (see S5.523A, S5.523C, S5.523D, S5.523E) these networks are not subject to the formal application of S9.11A/ paragraphs 2.1 and 2.2 of Annex 1 to Resolution 46 (to "effect" coordination). This means that, when they are examined under the notification procedure of Article S11, the provisions of S11.32 with respect to the application of S9.11A will not apply with respect to them and that GSO networks already under coordination on 18 November 1995 or 22 November 1997, in the appropriate bands, will not be published by the Bureau in a special section in the application of S9.11A. (See also Rules of Procedure relating to S5.523A).


On the other hand, however, these GSO networks (under coordination or coordinated under provisions other than S9.11A/Res.46) as well as GSO and non�GSO cases notified to the Bureau under former Article 13 before 18 November 1995 will be taken into account in the coordination process under S9.11A initiated by other administrations after 18 November 1995 or 22 November 1997, as appropriate, in application of S9.27".


On the other hand, for the bands 18.8�19.3 GHz and 28.6�29.1 GHz, a new text would be applicable. This text takes into account the observations (i), (ii) and (iii) above.


"4.1.b	The Board noted that, as of 18 November 1995, in the frequency bands 18.8�19.3 GHz and 28.6�29.1 GHz, to which the Resolution 46/S9.11A was referred by WRC�95 and WRC�97, some GSO systems were already under the coordination (former Article 11) or MIFR recording (former Article 13) procedures (complete AP3/APS4 information had been received by the Bureau) and some non�GSO systems were under the MIFR recording procedure (complete AP3/APS4 information had been received by the Bureau under former Article 13). On the basis of WRC�97 decisions (see S5.523A and Resolution 132) networks under the MIFR recording procedure (complete AP3/APS4 information had been received by the Bureau under former Article 13 before 18 November 1995) are not subject to the formal application of S9.11A/ paragraphs 2.1 and 2.2 of Annex 1 to Resolution 46 (to "effect" coordination). This means that, when they are examined under the notification procedure of Article S11, the provisions of S11.32 with respect to the application of S9.11A will not apply with respect to them. However, in accordance with S5.523A, GSO networks already under coordination on 18 November 1995 are obliged to "cooperate to the maximum extent possible to coordinate pursuant to No. S9.11A/Resolution 46(Rev. WRC�97) with non�geostationary�satellite networks for which notification information has been received by the Bureau prior to that date, with a view to reaching results acceptable to all the parties concerned." Administration(s) responsible for the GSO satellite network, when notifying the assignments to the Bureau, shall include a statement indicating that the obligation "shall cooperate to the maximum extent possible" referred to in this provision has been fulfilled and the Bureau shall publish this information in its Weekly Circular accordingly (See also Rules of Procedure relating to S5.523A).


On the other hand, however, these GSO networks (under coordination or coordinated under provisions other than S9.11A/Res.46) as well as GSO and non�GSO cases notified to the Bureau under former Article 13 before 18 November 1995 will be taken into account in the coordination process under S9.l lA initiated by other administrations after 18 November 1995 in application of S9.27."

� 	The Board understands that in applying this provision, administrations having GSO satellite networks which were already under Article 11 coordination on 18 November 1995 are not obliged to effect coordination under S9.12�S9.14, as the case may be (paragraphs 2.1 and 2.2 of Annex 1 to Resolution 46). This implies that when these GSO networks are examined under Article 13/S11 after 18 November 1995, the part of provisions of S11.32 which are relevant to S9.12�S9.14 (paragraphs 5.1.1 and 5.1.3 of Section V of Annex 1 to Res.46) (Rev.WRC�97) will not be applied with respect to them.


� 	Also, the Bureau had previously recognized that the entire 2 times 500 MHz band above were made subject to the application of Resolution 46 (WRC�97) as of 18 November 1995. This is expressed in its draft proposal for revision of the Rule of Procedure on Resolution 46 contained in the first sentence of Document RRB 98�76.
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
