Draft modifications to the Rules of Procedure

To the Director General

Dear Madam/Sir,


Following the conclusions of WRC-2000 (Istanbul, 2000), the Radiocommunication Bureau has identified a number of cases, which require consideration of additions or modifications to, or suppression of, existing Rules of Procedure.


In this Circular Letter (CCRR/11), please find enclosed proposed draft Rules of Procedure containing additions and modifications to, and suppression of, some existing Rules relating to Appendices S30, S30A and S30B and provision S23.13, which are considered necessary for immediate application. These proposed draft Rules of Procedure are intended for consideration by the RRB at its 23rd Meeting (14 – 18 May 2001). The proposals in this Circular Letter relate to the following provisions:

Draft revised Rule of Procedure relating to former § 5.2.1 c) (i.e. new § 5.2.1 d)) of Article 5 
to Appendices S30 and S30A
(Notification of assignments with different parameters)
and draft new Rule of Procedure relating to Section 3.15 of Annex 3 to Appendix S30A
(Orbital positions/Clusters in Regions 1 and 3)

1
In revising the Appendices S30 and S30A Plans for Regions 1 and 3, WRC-2000 adopted a revised version of Article 5 for the notification, examination and recording in the MIFR of frequency assignments submitted under both Appendices.

2
In so doing, the former sub-paragraph 5.2.1 c) was renumbered as sub-paragraph 5.2.1 d), which deals with the processing under Article 5 of assignments with characteristics different from those in the appropriate regional Plan or in the Regions 1 and 3 List(s), or those referred to in that paragraph.

3
The Rules of Procedure relating to former sub-paragraph 5.2.1 c) of Article 5 to Appendices S30 and S30A (WRC-97) are provided in Appendix 3 to this Annex 1 for easy reference.

4
The purpose of this document is as follows:

4.1
To describe the interference calculations to be undertaken by the Bureau to determine whether the notification of an assignment with different characteristics will increase the interference level to other assignments in the appropriate Regional Plan, in the Regions 1 and 3 List, in the same service or in other services sharing the same frequency bands, and, in particular, to focus on the relationship between these interference calculations and the sharing criteria defined in Annex 1 to Appendix S30 (WRC-2000) and in Annex 1 to Appendix S30A (WRC-2000).

4.2
To review the definition of the cluster concept and its application in the case of Regions 1 and 3, taking into account the WRC-2000 planning principles and assumptions which were implemented to adopt the Regions 1 and 3 Plans and Lists. In particular, the use in the WRC-2000 Regions 1 and 3 Plans of orbital positions shifted by 0.2( from some nominal positions was neither understood as corresponding to the Region 2 cluster concept, which allows administrations to implement their assignments at any position within the cluster with the need to seek agreement only from administrations in that cluster but not from other administrations outside that cluster, nor as corresponding to the Regions 1 and 3 cluster concept defined in Section 3.15 of Annex 3 to Appendix S30A. In the case of Regions 1 and 3, orbital position shifts by 0.2( were introduced at WRC-2000 as one of the tools to resolve excess interference identified during the re-planning studies in the feeder-link Plans at both 14 and 17 GHz
 without being associated with any cluster concept.

5
In view of the above, Appendix 1 to this Annex 1 contains a draft revision to the current Rules of Procedure on former sub-paragraph 5.2.1 c) of Article 5 to Appendices S30 and S30A (i.e. new § 5.2.1 d) (WRC-2000)), which is submitted for consideration to the 23rd Meeting of the Radio Regulations Board. In addition, Appendix 2 to this Annex 1 contains draft new Rules of Procedure on Section 3.15 of Annex 3 to Appendix S30A.

6
With respect to the matter presented in paragraph 4.1 above:

6.1
The draft revised Rules of Procedure proposed in Appendix 1 to this Annex 1, clarify the calculation methods to be implemented by the Bureau to check under sub-paragraph 5.2.1 d) whether a notified assignment with different characteristics increase the interference to other assignments.

6.2
In addition, in the case of the Regions 1 and 3, these Rules address the application or otherwise under Article 5 of both Appendices S30 and S30A of the new PFD hard-limits adopted by WRC-2000 in Annex 1 to those Appendices.

6.3
These new Regions 1 and 3 PFD hard-limits have two objectives:

6.3.1
to ensure the protection of assignments in the Regions 1 and 3 Plan(s) or List(s), or proposed new or modified assignments to the List(s), outside the orbital arc of (9( from the orbital position of a new/incoming assignment;

6.3.2
to ensure that subsequent proposed new or modified assignments to the List(s), covering the same geographical area as that of this new/incoming assignment, would not receive an amount of interference beyond the value corresponding to the PFD hard-limits from that new/incoming assignment. In particular, the excess of interference would not be identified outside the (9( orbital arc when calculating the Equivalent Protection Margin due to the application of the orbital separation limit of (9(.

6.4
In view of the above, considering that the current Rules of Procedure on former sub-paragraph 5.2.1 c) of Article 5 to Appendices S30 and S30A were adopted under different circumstances in the case of Regions 1 and 3 (i.e. when no hard-limit existed under Appendices S30 and S30A), the following course of action is proposed:

6.4.1
to examine the conformity of a feeder-link assignment subject to § 5.2.1 d) of Article 5 to Appendix S30A with the PFD hard-limit defined in Section 4 of Annex 1 to Appendix S30A or with the PFD level of the corresponding assignment in the Plan(s) or in the List(s), whichever is higher, and proceed accordingly;

6.4.2
to examine the conformity of a downlink assignment subject to § 5.2.1 d) of Article 5 to Appendix S30 with the PFD hard-limit defined in Section 1 of Annex 1 to Appendix S30 or with the PFD level of the corresponding assignment in the Plan or in the List, whichever is higher, and proceed accordingly.
6.5
The Radio Regulations Board is invited to consider the course of action proposed above, bearing in mind that the notification of assignments under Appendices S30 or S30A with characteristics different from those of the corresponding assignments in the appropriate regional Plan or in the Regions 1 and 3 List(s), shall not change the interference situation and the characteristics of these assignments in the appropriate regional Plan or in the Regions 1 and 3 List(s) which are still to be protected in the examination of the subsequent networks.

The draft Rules proposed in Appendices 1 and 2 to this Annex 1 should be brought to the attention of the Special Committee on Regulatory and Procedural Matter (SC), CPM-02 and 
WRC-03, for a possible revision at WRC-03 of § 5.2.1 d) of Article 5 to Appendices S30 and S30A as well as Section 3.15 of Annex 3 to Appendix S30A, as appropriate.

APPENDIX 1 TO ANNEX 1

Revised Rules of Procedure relating to
sub-paragraph 5.2.1 d) of Article 5 to Appendix S30 (WRC-2000)

5.2.1 d)
1
If an administration notifies any assignment with characteristics different from those listed in the Rules of Procedure related to § 5.2.1 b) of Article 5 of Appendix S30, and those allowed in § 5.2.1 d) of the same Article, a calculation is undertaken by the Bureau to determine if the proposed new characteristics would increase the interference level caused to other assignments in the appropriate Regional Plan, in the Regions 1 and 3 List, in the same service or in other service sharing the same frequency bands.

1.1
With respect to the compatibility of the proposed new characteristics with other assignments of the same Regional Plan and List, as appropriate, the increase of the interference will be checked by comparing the EPM/OEPM values of these other assignments, which are resulting from the use of the proposed new characteristics of the network in question on the one hand, and those obtained with the previous* characteristics of the network in question, on the other hand. These EPM/OEPM calculations are performed under the same technical assumptions and conditions, and without taking in account the orbital separation limit of (9(. A more detailed analysis of the interference situation could also be required by using single entry C/I values in order to identify the assignments of the network in question which are causing the increase of the interference.
In addition, in the case of Regions 1 and 3, the notified assignments with new characteristics for the network in question are examined with respect to their compliance with the PFD hard-limit defined in Section 1 of Annex 1 to Appendix S30, or, as the case may be, with respect to their compliance with the PFD level of the corresponding assignments in the Plan or in the List if those assignments were adopted by WRC-2000 with PFD level(s) higher than the above-mentioned PFD hard-limit.
1.2
With respect to the compatibility with other inter-regional assignments in the same service or assignments in other service sharing the same frequency bands, as appropriate, the increase of the interference will be checked by calculating the PFD or (T/T value, according to the case, produced by the proposed new characteristics at any test-point or within the service area of the other assignments, according to the case, and by comparing the resulting PFD or (T/T values, according to the case, with those obtained with the previous characteristics of the subject assignment.
1.3
Should the results of the calculations described in paragraphs 1.1 and 1.2 above indicate that the proposed new characteristics increase the interference to other assignments/services, the Bureau would reach an unfavourable finding with respect to § 5.2.1 d) of Article 5 of Appendix S30 (WRC-2000) and proceed accordingly.

2
With respect to the fifth indent of § 5.2.1 d), in the case of administrations of Region 2 the orbital position shall be examined to ensure compliance with the cluster concept (§ B of Annex 7 to Appendix S30 and § 4.13.1 of Annex 3 to Appendix S30A) as follows:

–
if the orbital position is identical with that shown in the Plan, no further agreements are necessary;

–
however, if the orbital position is different from that contained in the Plan but it is in the same cluster, then only the agreement of administrations having assignments in the same cluster is necessary. The clusters are listed in the Attachment 1 to the present Rules of Procedure concerning Appendix S30. Appendices S30 and S30A do not contain any paragraph indicating the procedure to be followed for this agreement. The task of the Bureau in this respect is to ensure that the agreement of the administrations concerned is indicated in the notice; otherwise it considers the assignment to be not in conformity with the Plan.

Revised Rules of Procedure relating to
sub-paragraph 5.2.1 d) of Article 5 to Appendix S30A (WRC-2000)

5.2.1 d)
1
If an administration notifies any assignment with characteristics different from those listed in § 1 b) of the Rules of Procedure related to § 5.2.1 b) of Article 5 of Appendix S30A, and those allowed in § 5.2.1 d) of the same Article, a calculation is undertaken by the Bureau to determine if the proposed new characteristics would increase the interference level caused to other assignments in the appropriate Regional Plan, in the Regions 1 and 3 List(s), in the same service of an inter-regional Plan or in an other service sharing the same frequency bands.

1.1
With respect to the compatibility of the proposed new characteristics with other assignments of the same Regional Plan and List, as appropriate, the increase of the interference will be checked by comparing the EPM/OEPM values of these other assignments, which are resulting from the proposed new characteristics on the one hand, and those obtained with the previous* characteristics of the network in question on the other hand. These EPM/OEPM calculations are performed under the same technical assumptions and conditions, and without taking in account the orbital separation limit of (9(. A more detailed analysis of the interference situation could also be required by using single entry C/I values in order to identify the assignments of the network in question which are causing the increase of the interference.

In addition, in the case of Regions 1 and 3, the notified assignments with new characteristics for the network in question are examined with respect to their compliance with the PFD hard-limit defined in Section 4 of Annex 1 to Appendix S30A, or, as the case may be, with respect to their compliance with the PFD level of the corresponding assignments in the Plan(s) or in the List(s) if those assignments were adopted by WRC-2000 with PFD level(s) higher than the above-mentioned PFD hard-limit.

1.2
With respect to the compatibility with other inter-regional assignments in the same service or assignments in other service sharing the same frequency bands, as appropriate, the increase of the interference will be checked by calculating the (T/T value, according to the case, produced by the proposed new characteristics at any test-point or within the service area of the other assignments, according to the case, and by comparing the resulting (T/T values, according to the case, with those obtained with the previous* characteristics of the subject assignment.

1.3
Should the results of the calculations described in paragraphs 1.1 and 1.2 above indicate that the proposed new characteristics increase the interference to other assignments, the Bureau would reach an unfavourable finding with respect to § 5.2.1 d) of Article 5 of Appendix S30A (WRC-2000) and proceed accordingly.

2
With respect to the fourth indent of § 5.2.1 d), in the case of administrations of Region 2, the orbital position shall be examined to ensure compliance with the cluster concept (§ B of Annex 7 to Appendix S30 and § 4.13.1 of Annex 3 to Appendix S30A) as follows:

–
if the orbital position is identical with that shown in the Plan, no further agreements are necessary;

–
however, if the orbital position is different from that contained in the Plan but it is in the same cluster, then the agreement of administrations having assignments in the same cluster is necessary. The clusters are listed in the Attachment 1 to the Rules of Procedure concerning Appendix S30. Appendices S30 and S30A do not contain any paragraph indicating the procedure to be followed for the above-mentioned agreement. The task of the Bureau in this respect is to ensure that the agreement of the administrations concerned is indicated in the notice; otherwise it considers the assignment to be not in conformity with Plan.

3
With respect to the fifth indent of § 5.2.1 d), in the case of administrations of Regions 1 and 3, the use of an orbital position not coincident with that appearing in the Plan(s) or the List(s) would require, as other major changes of the characteristics, to seek the agreement of the administrations having assignments identified as affected by this change (see also the comments made under the Rules of Procedure concerning Section 3.15 of Annex 3 to Appendix S30A 
(WRC-2000)).

Technical data used in establishing the Plan and which should
be used for their application

3.15

1
The first paragraph of this section contains a general definition of the orbital positions generally used in the Regions 1 and 3 feeder-link Plans at 14 and 17 GHz. This paragraph was not considered at WRC-2000 to reflect the new orbital positions adopted by that Conference.

In view of the above, the Board concluded that the orbital positions referred to in this paragraph should not be understood as a definition of the orbital positions of the Regions 1 and 3 feeder-link Plans, but rather as a general principle which was established at WARC Orb-88 to prepare the original Plans and which was further applied at WRC-2000 to revised these Plans, noting that the orbital positions used in the Regions 1 and 3 feeder-link Plans at 14 and 17 GHz, as adopted at WRC-2000, are indicated in column 3 of Article 9A to Appendix S30A (WRC-2000).

2
The second paragraph of this section deals with grouping of space stations in nominal orbital positions of (0.2( from the centre of the cluster.

In adopting the Regions 1 and 3 downlink and associated feeder-link Plans, WRC-2000 did adopt assignments in these Plans, which are located at orbital positions shifted by (0.2( from some nominal positions. This measure was taken as one of the tools to resolve the excess of interference identified during the re-planning studies in the feeder-link Plans at both 14 and 17 GHz
.

However, none of the assignments located on one side of a given nominal position (e.g. ‑0.2() were grouped with other assignments located on the other side of that nominal position (e.g. +0.2().

In view of the above, the Board concluded that the second paragraph of Section 3.15 of Annex 3 to Appendix S30A refers to an assumption made at WARC Orb-88, but which was no longer used at WRC-2000.

3
The third paragraph of this section provides a definition of the cluster concept in the case of the Regions 1 and 3 feeder-link Plans.

The Board noted that this paragraph could be understood as defining, in the case of the Regions 1 and 3 feeder-link Plans, a concept similar to the Region 2 cluster concept, which is defined in Section 4.13.1 of Annex 3 to Appendix S30A.

In adopting the Regions 1 and 3 downlink and associated feeder-link Plans, WRC-2000 adopted some assignments in these Plans at orbital positions shifted by (0.2( from some nominal positions in order to resolve the excess of interference identified during the re-planning studies in the feeder-link Plans at both 14 and 17 GHz without being associated with any cluster concept.

In view of the above, the Board concluded that since WRC-2000 did not decide to consider assignments located at (0.2( from a given nominal position as being part of a cluster, the third paragraph of Section 3.15 of Annex 3 to Appendix S30A shall not be understood as allowing the application of the cluster concept in the case of the Regions 1 and 3 feeder-link Plans, contrarily to what was adopted at WARC Orb-88.

In the case of administrations of Region 2 the orbital position shall be examined to ensure compliance with the cluster concept (§ B of Annex 7 to Appendix S30 and § 4.13.1 of Annex 3 to Appendix S30A in the case of the Region 2 Plan, and § 3.15 of Annex 3 to Appendix S30A in the case of the Regions 1 and 3 Plan) as follows:

if the orbital position is identical with that shown in the Plan, no further agreements are necessary;

–
however, if the orbital position is different from that contained in the Plan but it is in the same cluster, then only the agreement of administrations having assignments in the same cluster is necessary. The clusters are listed in the Attachment 1 to the present Rules of Procedure concerning Appendix S30. Appendices S30 and S30A do not contain any paragraph indicating the procedure to be followed for this agreement. The task of the Bureau in this respect is to ensure that the agreement of the administrations concerned is indicated in the notice; otherwise it considers the assignment to be not in conformity with the Plan.

If an administration notifies any characteristics different from those listed in § 1 b) of the Rules of Procedure related to § 5.2.1 b) of Article 5 of Appendix S30A, and those allowed in § 5.2.1 c) of the same Article, a calculation is undertaken to determine if the proposed characteristics will increase the interference to other assignments in the Plan, in the same service of an inter-regional Plan or in an other service sharing the same frequency bands.

2
The orbital position shall be examined to ensure compliance with the cluster concept (§ B of Annex 7 to Appendix S30 and § 4.13.1 of Annex 3 to Appendix S30A in the case of the Region 2 Plan, and § 3.15 of Annex 3 to Appendix S30A in the case of the Regions 1 and 3 Plan) as follows:

if the orbital position is identical with that shown in the Plan, no further agreements are necessary;

–
however, if the orbital position is different from that contained in the Plan but it is in the same cluster, then the agreement of administrations having assignments in the same cluster is necessary. The clusters are listed in the Attachment 1 to the Rules of Procedure concerning Appendix S30. Appendices S30 and S30A do not contain any paragraph indicating the procedure to be followed for the above mentioned agreement. ANNEX 2

Draft new Rules of Procedure relating to
the scope of application of Article 5 to Appendix S30A
(Notification of assignments in a Plan or a List)

1
In revising the Appendix S30A feeder-link Plans for Regions 1 and 3, WRC-2000 also adopted revised versions of Article 4 for the coordination and of Article 5 for notification, examination and recording in the MIFR of frequency assignments submitted under Appendix S30A.

2
In doing so, WRC-2000 has excluded from the procedure of Article 4 of Appendix S30A the coordination of the specific or typical transmitting earth stations with respect to receiving FSS earth stations operating in the opposite direction of transmission, as well as with respect to terrestrial stations. The coordination of specific transmitting earth stations associated with a receiving space station, which is still to be coordinated under Article 4 of Appendix S30A, should now be undertaken by the notifying administration directly with the other concerned administrations with respect to terrestrial stations and receiving FSS/BSS earth stations operating in the opposite direction of transmission, in accordance with the relevant/corresponding provisions of Article S9 of the Radio Regulations.

3
In reviewing the modifications adopted by WRC-2000 with respect to Article 5 of Appendix S30A, the Bureau discovered that clarifications on the scope of application of that Article are required in view of the WRC-2000 decision mentioned in paragraph 2 above. The purpose of this document is thus to clarify the Appendix S30A notification procedure, as described in paragraphs 4 and 5 below.

4
At the stage of the notification of assignments included in an appropriate Regional Plan or in the List(s), after a previously successful coordination under Article 4 of Appendix S30A according to the case, the notifying administration should request the application of Article 5 of Appendix S30A only for the part of these assignments related to the receiving space station and the associated typical transmitting earth station(s) with respect to other space stations of other assignments.

5
As mentioned in Footnote 10 to the title of Article 5 of Appendix S30A (WRC-2000), for the notification of specific transmitting earth station(s) associated to a receiving space station, the notifying administration should request the application of Article S11.

6
In view of the above, Appendix 1 to this Annex 2 contains draft new Rules of Procedure on the scope of application of Article 5 to Appendix S30A (WRC-2000), which is submitted for consideration by the 23rd Meeting of the Radio Regulations Board.

7
The draft new Rules proposed in Appendix 1 to this Annex 2 should be brought to the attention of the Special Committee on Regulatory and Procedural Matter (SC), CPM-02 and 
WRC-03, for a possible revision at WRC-03 of the title of Article 5 to Appendix S30A and its footnote 10, as appropriate.

Notification, examination and recording

Scope of application


1
In revising the Appendix S30A feeder-link Plans for Regions 1 and 3, WRC-2000 has excluded from the procedure of Article 4 of Appendix S30A the coordination of the specific or typical transmitting earth stations with respect to receiving FSS earth stations operating in the opposite direction of transmission, as well as with respect to terrestrial stations. This coordination should now be undertaken by the notifying administration directly with the other concerned administrations with respect to terrestrial stations and receiving FSS/BSS earth stations operating in the opposite direction of transmission, in accordance with the relevant/corresponding provisions of Article S9 of the Radio Regulations.

2
In view of the above, the Board concluded that the notification procedure of Appendix S30A and the scope of application of Article 5 to that Appendix, shall be clarified as follows:

3
At the stage of the notification of assignments included in an appropriate Regional Plan, or of assignments included in the List(s) after a successful coordination under Article 4 of Appendix S30A, according to the case, the notifying administration shall request the application of Article 5 of Appendix S30A only for the part of these assignments related to the receiving space station and the associated typical transmitting earth station(s) with respect to other space stations of other assignments.

4
As mentioned in footnote 10 to the title of Article 5 of Appendix S30A (WRC-2000), for the notification of specific transmitting earth station(s) associated to a receiving space station, the notifying administration shall request the application of Article S11.

ANNEX 3

Draft new Rules of Procedure relating to
Section 3.4 of Annex 5 to Appendix S30 and Section 3.3 of Annex 3 to Appendix S30A

In revising the Appendices S30 and S30A Plans for Regions 1 and 3, WRC-2000 adopted a revised version of Annexes 5 and 3 to Appendices S30 and S30A respectively. These annexes contain the technical data used in establishing the provisions and associated Plans and the Regions 1 and 3 List(s), which should be used for their application
.

2
In doing so, WRC-2000 revised Section 3.4 of Annex 5 to Appendix S30 and Section 3.3 of Annex 3 to Appendix S30A to include a reference to ITU-R Recommendation BO.1293-1, which provides protection masks and associated calculation methods to assess interference into broadcasting satellite systems involving digital emissions. Those protection masks and associated calculation methods are implemented to calculate Region 2 Overall Equivalent Protection Margins (OEPM) or Regions 1 and 3 Equivalent Protection Margins (EPM) in the appropriate Regional Plan or in the Regions 1 and 3 Lists according to the case.

3
The re-planning feasibility studies performed before WRC-2000, as well as the re-planning studies performed at WRC-2000 were carried out on the basis of ITU-R Recommendation BO.1293 for the reason that ITU-R Recommendation BO.1293-1 does not contain all the necessary elements to deal with some “new” characteristics of the assignments included in the WRC-2000 Plans. This issue was brought to the attention of ITU-R Working Party 6S through the Inter-conference Representative Group (IRG) before WRC-2000, but unfortunately, Working Party 6S was not in a position to review this Recommendation in time for WRC-2000.

4
After WRC-2000, the Bureau brought the matter again to the attention of Working Party 6S at its last meeting (Geneva, 13 - 26 September 2000), which established the Special Rapporteur Group 6S/SRG-10 to deal with this issue.

5
Therefore, until the time that Study Group 6 adopts a new version of this Recommendation, the Bureau will not be in a position to implement ITU-R Recommendation BO.1293-1. The Bureau is thus proposing to continue to use ITU-R Recommendation BO.1293 for the OEPM and EPM calculations under Appendices S30 and S30A, as indicated in the current Rules of Procedure relating to Sections 3.5.1 and 3.8 of Annex 5 to Appendix S30 and Section 1.7 of Annex 3 to Appendix S30A.

6
In view of the above, Appendix 1 to this Annex 3 contains new Rules of Procedure relating to Section 3.4 of Annex 5 to Appendix S30 and Section 3.3 of Annex 3 to Appendix S30A, which are submitted for consideration to the 23rd Meeting of the Radio Regulations Board.

At its 23rd Meeting, the Board was informed by the Bureau that ITU-R Recommendation BO.1293-1 does not contain all the necessary elements to deal with some “new” characteristics of the assignments included in the WRC-2000 Plans, and that the matter is under consideration by the relevant ITU-R Study Group.

4.
In view of the above and until the time that a new version of this Recommendation is available, the Board concluded that the Bureau will not be in a position to implement ITU-R Recommendation BO.1293-1, and thus instructed the Bureau to continue to use ITU-R Recommendation BO.1293 for the OEPM and EPM calculations under Appendices S30 and S30A, as indicated in the current Rules of Procedure relating to Sections 3.5.1 and 3.8 of Annex 5 to Appendix S30 and Section 1.7 of Annex 3 to Appendix S30A.

§ 4.1.25 of both Appendices S30 and S30A (WRC-2000), as far as Regions 1 & 3 are concerned, refers to “systems notified on behalf of a group of named administrations and included in the List by WRC-2000“.

3
However, there is no other reference to the submissions received by the Bureau under either Article 4 or 5 “on behalf of a group of administrations” or “on behalf of a group of named administrations” in these Appendices.

4
In view of the above and in order to clarify how the Bureau should process submissions received explicitly or implicitly on behalf of a group of administrations or on behalf of a group of named administrations, the following course of action is proposed:

This Conference also revised the regulatory procedures associated with these Regions 1 and 3 Plans and Lists and established new protection criteria and methods for sharing between services in the frequency bands of Appendices S30 and S30A.

As a consequence of the important achievements mentioned in §§ 1 and 2 above, 
WRC-2000 further decided to delete Resolution 531 (WRC-95).

4
Alignment of the text in §§ 1 and 2 of the current Rules of Procedure relating to provision S23.13
4.1
In reviewing the text of the current Rules of Procedure relating to provision S23.13, the Bureau noted that there are references to Resolution 531 (WRC-95) in §§ 1 and 2 of the current Rules.

4.2
Therefore, in order to avoid any future misunderstanding in its application, it is proposed to amend the text in §§ 1, 2 of the current Rules of Procedure relating to provision S23.13 in order to align it with the decisions adopted at WRC-2000.

5
Clarification on the Note at the bottom of the current Rules of Procedure relating to provision S23.13
5.1
In response to a request from the Chairperson of GT PLEN/1 of the Conference, the Chairperson of RRB provided during WRC-2000 some clarifications on the interpretation of the Note at the bottom of the above-mentioned Rules of Procedure. It was mentioned that the Radio Regulations Board, in accordance with the Minutes of the Seventh Meeting of the Radio Regulations Board (18 - 22 November 1996), has found that the scope of application of that Note was to provide instructions to the Bureau concerning the implementation of the decisions of the WRC-95 and no other actions were required from the Bureau.

5.2
In order to avoid any future misunderstanding in its application, it is thus proposed to add a sentence after the Note at the bottom of the current Rules of Procedure relating to provision S23.13 to clarify the scope of its application.

Alignment of the text in §§ 1 and 2 of the current Rules of Procedure relating to provision S23.13

The Board, in reviewing the text of the current Rules of Procedure relating to provision S23.13, noted that there are references to Resolution 531 (WRC-95) in §§ 1 and 2 of the current Rules.

2
In view of the above and in order to avoid any future misunderstanding in its application, the Board decided to amend the text in §§ 1 and 2 of the current Rules of Procedure relating to provision S23.13, to read as follows:

1
No. S23.13 refers to the radiation from a space station over the territory of other countries and consequently it relates mainly to the question of “coverage area” and not “service area”. According to WRC-95 decisions
,  an agreement under No. S23.13 (former RR2674) should be sought from administrations included in the “service area” of a BSS space station. It was also stated that this agreement, which is a separate agreement from the one required under Article 4 of Appendix S30, should be sought either directly from the administrations concerned or through the publication required under the Plan modification procedure.

2
On the basis of WRC-95 decisions
,  the Board decided that, for the application of No. S23.13 within the procedures of Article 4 of Appendix S30 as well as those of No. S9.11 and Resolution 33 (Rev.WRC-97), the Bureau shall apply the following procedure.

Clarification on the Note at the bottom of the current Rules of Procedure 
relating to provision S23.13
1
In response to a request from the Chairperson of GT PLEN/1 of the Conference, the Chairperson of RRB provided during WRC-2000 some clarifications on the interpretation of the Note at the bottom of the above-mentioned Rules of Procedure. It was mentioned that the Radio Regulations Board, in accordance with the Minutes of the Seventh Meeting of the Radio Regulations Board (18 – 22 November 1996), has found that the scope of application of that Note was to provide instructions to the Bureau concerning the implementation of the decisions of the WRC-95 and no other actions were required from the Bureau.

2
The Board, in reviewing the subject matter, decided to add after the Note at the bottom of the current Rules of Procedure relating to provision S23.13 the paragraph indicated below, in order to clarify the scope of its application.

2.7
The scope of application of this Note is only to provide instructions to the Bureau concerning the implementation of the decisions of the WRC-95. No other actions are required from the Bureau. Consequently the Board understands that there are no regulatory implications on this Note and that it should be used only in bilateral/multilateral coordination among administrations.

Draft new Rules of Procedure on Annex 2B of Appendix S4 (WRC-2000) to clarify
its use in application of Appendix S30B of the Radio Regulations

1
In response to WRC-2000 instructions, the Radio Regulations Board (RRB) adopted at its 20th Meeting, Geneva, 11 – 15 September 2000, new Rules of Procedure which requires administrations to use Appendix S4 (WRC-2000) when furnishing the basic data relating to stations in the fixed-satellite service subject to Appendix S30B.

2
In reviewing Appendix S4 in the context of its use as of 3 June 2000 for the submission of notices in application of Appendix S30B, the Bureau has identified some discrepancies between Annexes 2A and 2B of Appendix S4 (WRC-2000 Final Acts) on the one hand, and Annex 2 to Appendix S30B on the other hand. These discrepancies were not considered at WRC-2000 and thus do not result from explicit decisions taken at this Conference.

3
In order to correct the above-mentioned discrepancies, proposed alignments to those data items in Annexes 2A and 2B of Appendix S4 (WRC-2000), which were not discussed at 
WRC-2000, with those of Annex 2 to Appendix S30B were submitted for consideration by the RRB at its 22nd Meeting, Geneva, 05 - 09 February 2001. The RRB considered the matter and instructed the Bureau to publish a Circular Letter on the required amendments and refinements to Annexes 2A and 2B of Appendix S4 (WRC-2000).

4
In further reviewing the data elements in Appendix S4 in the context of its use as of 
3 June 2000 for the submission of notices in application of Appendix S30B, the Bureau has noted that some further clarification is required on the scope of application of Annex 2B of Appendix S4 (WRC-2000) with respect to the mandatory data for the submission of notices in application of Appendix S30B.

5
Taking into account the Summary of Decisions of the 20th Meeting of the RRB and in order to further clarify the application of Annex 2B of Appendix S4 (WRC-2000) with respect to the submission of notices in application of Appendix S30B thus avoiding any future misunderstanding by the administrations or the Bureau, Appendix 1 of this Annex 6 contains a proposed clarification on the scope of application of Annex 2B to Appendix S4 (WRC-2000) with respect to the mandatory data for the submission of notices in application of Appendix S30B.

6
It is worth mentioning that this proposed clarification, which is contained in Attachment 1 of Appendix 1 to this Annex 6, have no impact on the use of Appendix S4 for submissions of notices in application of other parts of the Radio Regulations
.

The above-mentioned changes should be brought to the attention of the Special Committee on Regulatory and Procedural Matter (SC), CPM-02 and WRC-03 for a possible revision of Appendix S4 at WRC-03, as appropriate.

Review of current Rules of Procedure relating to § 6.12 of Article 6 to Appendix S30B

§ 1 of the current Rules of Procedure relating to § 6.12 of Article 6 to Appendix S30B stipulate that:

… It should be noted that over-protection of networks may result after the acceptance of relatively low level of C/I (i.e. high levels of interference) during a specific coordination if the network were to be subsequently protected according to the criteria contained in Annex 4 of Appendix S30B against other networks submitted later for the application of the procedures of the Plan. To deal with this possible inequity, the Board decided that such assignments/allotments will be protected in subsequent examinations by the Bureau using the new aggregate and/or single entry C/I values, as the case may be (resulting from the accepted higher levels of interference) rather than using the C/I criteria contained in Annex 4 of Appendix S30B (i.e., 26 and 30 dB for aggregate and single entry cases, respectively).

In reviewing the implementation of the protection criteria and methods associated with these Rules, the Bureau has identified that the text quoted in § 1 above requires further clarifications or complementary information with regard to the implementation of the corresponding protection criteria and methods for protection of the assignments/allotments in Appendix S30B mentioned in § 1 above.

3
In order to clarify the implementation of the protection criteria and methods associated with the above-mentioned assignments/allotments thus avoiding any future misunderstanding by the administrations or the Bureau, Appendix 1 to this Annex 7 contains a proposed draft revision of § 1 of the current Rules of Procedure relating to § 6.12 of Article 6 to Appendix S30B.
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Draft revised Rules of Procedure relating to § 6.12 of Article 6 to Appendix S30B

1
The Board, in reviewing the the implementation of the protection criteria and methods associated with the Rules of Procedure relating to § 6.12 of Article 6 to Appendix S30B, has identified that the text in § 1 of these Rules requires further clarifications or complementary information with regard to the implementation of the corresponding protection criteria and methods for protection of the assignments/allotments in Appendix S30B mentioned in § 1 of these Rules.

2
In order to clarify the implementation of the protection criteria and methods associated with the above-mentioned assignments/allotments thus avoiding any future misunderstanding by the administrations or the Bureau, the Board decided to amend the text in § 1 of the current Rules of Procedure relating to § 6.12 of Article 6 to Appendix S30B, to read as follows:

Procedures for implementation of the Plan

Compatibility examinations

1
The footnote to the provisions of § 6.27 of Article 6 of Appendix S30B makes reference to the case of an apparent incompatibility between two assignments in Part B when, nevertheless, an agree​ment exists between the administrations concerned. Such agreements may be concluded for assignments in Part A as well. These examples raise the question of  which aggregate carrier-to-interference ratio is to be used in case of an agreed lower single entry C/I value during coordination . The Board  concluded that for such cases the coordinated assignments (with the agreed lower single entry C/I value) shall be included in the calculations of the aggregate C/I and the aggregate C/I value so calculated together with the agreed lower single entry C/I value will further be considered in subsequent examinations as the new reference situation  which was accepted by the administrations. It should be noted that over-protection of networks may result after the acceptance of relatively low level of C/I (i.e. high levels of interference) during a specific coordination if the network were to be subsequently protected according to the criteria contained in Annex 4 of Appendix S30B against other networks submitted later for the application of the procedures of the Plan. To deal with this possible inequity, the Board decided that such assignments/allotments will be protected in subsequent examinations by the Bureau using the new aggregate and/or single entry C/I values, as the case may be (resulting from the accepted higher levels of interference) rather than using the C/I criteria contained in 

Annex 4 of Appendix S30B (i.e., 26 and 30 dB for aggregate and single entry cases, respectively). In case of multiple new accepted single entry C/I values for the same test point, the Board decided to instruct the Bureau to use in subsequent examinations the lowest new accepted single entry C/I value. In application of this paragraph, the principle prescribed in the last paragraph of Annex 4 of Appendix S30B shall continue to apply.
