Draft modification to Rules of Procedure

To the Director General

Dear Madam/Sir,

Please find enclosed the following proposals for modifications to the Rules of Procedure:

· Annex 1: Modification to Part A2 of the Rules of Procedure (Rules concerning the Regional Agreement for the European Broadcasting Area concerning the use of frequencies by the broadcasting service in the VHF and UHF bands (Stockholm, 1961));

· Annex 2: proposal for a new Rule of Procedure concerning the Regional Agreement relating to the use of the band 87.5 – 108 MHz for FM sound broadcasting (Geneva, 1984);

· Annex 3: Modification to Part A6 of the Rules of Procedure (Rules concerning the Regional Agreement relating to the planning of VHF/UHF television broadcasting in the African Broadcasting Area and neighbouring countries (Geneva, 1989)).

The above modifications and additions concern the applicability of the concept of the “parties to the Agreement” to administrations of Member States that did not formally approve nor accede to the concerned Agreement. Such a concept is already being applied in the context of the Regional Agreements GE85-MM-R1 and GE85-EMA, as contained in the current Rules of Procedure in Parts A8 and A9, respectively. 

The preparation of these rules was preceded with appropriate consultations of the administrations of the Member States concerned in the respective planning areas.


In accordance with Article S13.17 of the Radio Regulations, the proposal is made available for comment before being submitted to the RRB pursuant to Article S13.14.


To enable the Radiocommunication Bureau to prepare, translate and post on the ITU website the consolidated submission to the RRB in time for the next meeting which commences on 10 September 2001, any comments that you may wish to submit should reach the Bureau not later than 19 August 2001.

Status of Administrations with respect to the Agreement


In the application of the Regional Agreement for the European Broadcasting Area concerning the use of frequencies by the broadcasting service in the VHF and UHF bands (Stockholm, 1961), the Bureau shall consider parties to the Agreement as including all administrations having territories in the European Broadcasting Area that are not opposed to being so included. In view of the consultation made by the Bureau in December 2000, all administrations having territories in the planning area, as defined in No. S5.14, shall be considered as parties to the Agreement. The Bureau will maintain an up-to-date list of parties to this Agreement reflecting the results of the consultation procedure performed in December 2000, as well any subsequent statement that may be communicated to the Bureau in this respect.

Reason: In December 2000, the Radiocommunication Bureau approached those administrations of the Member States having territories in the European Broadcasting Area, as defined in No. S5.14 of the Radio Regulations, that did not formally approve nor accede to the concerned Agreement, and invited these administrations to formally regulate their status with respect to the ST61 Agreement. With the same letter, the Bureau indicated that, pending the completion of the above procedure, and in order to preserve the rights of all Member States of the Union in the planning area, the Bureau would consider as parties to the Agreement all administrations having territories within the planning area (i.e., within the European Broadcasting Area, as defined in No. S5.14 of the Radio Regulations), except those which declare formally that they do not wish to be considered party to the Agreement. As no administration formally made such a statement, all administrations having territories in the European Broadcasting Area are considered as parties to the ST61 Agreement, which is reflected in the proposed modification to the Rules of Procedure.

(Geneva, 1984) (GE84)

Status of Administrations with respect to the Agreement


In the application of the Regional Agreement relating to the use of the band 87.5 – 108 MHz for FM sound broadcasting (Geneva, 1984), the Bureau shall consider parties to the Agreement as including all administrations having territories in the planning area that are not opposed to being so included. In view of the consultation made by the Bureau in December 2000, all administrations having territories in the planning area (all administrations in Region 1, the Islamic Republic of Iran, and Afghanistan) shall be considered as parties to the Agreement, with the exception of the Administration of Iceland. The Bureau will maintain an up-to-date list of parties to this Agreement reflecting the results of the consultation procedure performed in December 2000, as well any subsequent statement that may be communicated to the Bureau in this respect.

Reason: In December 2000, the Radiocommunication Bureau approached those administrations of the Member States having territories in the planning area governed by the GE84 Agreement (Region 1, Islamic Republic of Iran and Afghanistan), and invited these administrations to formally regulate their status with respect to the GE84 Agreement. With the same letter, the Bureau indicated that, pending the completion of the above procedure, and in order to preserve the rights of all Member States of the Union in the planning area, the Bureau would consider as parties to the Agreement all administrations having territories within the planning area (i.e., within Region 1, as well as the Islamic Republic of Iran and Afghanistan), except those which declare formally that they do not wish to be considered party to the Agreement. Only the Administration of Iceland indicated that it would prefer to be considered as a non-party to the Agreement. The results of the above consultation are reflected in the proposed modification to the Rules of Procedure.

Status of Administrations with respect to the Agreement


In the application of the Regional Agreement relating to the planning of VHF/UHF television broadcasting in the African Broadcasting Area and neighbouring countries (Geneva, 1989), the Bureau shall consider parties to the Agreement as including all administrations having territories in the planning area which is governed by this Agreement (i.e., all administrations having territories within the African Broadcasting Area as defined in Nos. S5.10 to S5.13 of the Radio Regulations and those administrations neighbouring the African Broadcasting Area as listed in No. 1.8 of Article 1 of the GE89 Agreement). In view of the consultation made by the Bureau in December 2000, all administrations having territories in the planning area shall be considered as parties to the Agreement. The Bureau will maintain an up-to-date list of parties to this Agreement reflecting the results of the consultation procedure performed in December 2000, as well any subsequent statement that may be communicated to the Bureau in this respect.

Reason: In December 2000, the Radiocommunication Bureau approached those administrations of the Member States having territories in the planning area governed by the GE89 Agreement, as defined in No. 1.8 of Article 1 of the GE89 Agreement, and invited these administrations to formally regulate their status with respect to the GE89 Agreement. With the same letter, the Bureau indicated that, pending the completion of the above procedure, and in order to preserve the rights of all Member States of the Union in the planning area, the Bureau would consider as parties to the Agreement all countries situated within the planning area, except those which declare formally that they do not wish to be considered party to the Agreement. As no administration formally made such a statement, all administrations having territories in the planning area, as defined in No. 1.8 of Article 1 of the GE89 Agreement, are considered as parties to the GE89 Agreement, which is reflected in the proposed modification to the Rules of Procedure.
