Asunto:	Acceso a distancia a la base de datos sobre estaciones de barco



Señor Director General:



1)	Algunas administraciones y la Organización Marítima Internacional han expresado que necesitan información actualizada sobre las características de las estaciones de barco con mucha más regularidad de lo que ofrece actualmente la edición del Nomenclator de las Estaciones de Barco y sus suplementos. Esta información se considera absolutamente esencial para la identificación de los barcos en peligro, sobre todo ahora que el servicio mundial de socorro y seguridad marítimos utiliza como medio de identificación las identidades del servicio móvil marítimo asignadas a los barcos.



2)	En respuesta a estas peticiones, la Oficina de Radiocomunicaciones ha creado y puesto en servicio un sistema de acceso y recuperación a distancia para la base de datos de estaciones de barco. Este sistema, denominado MARS (abreviatura de Maritime mobile Access and Retrieval System) puede utilizarse mediante el Sistema de Intercambio de Información sobre las Telecomunicaciones (TIES) y permite a todos los usuarios TIES registrados consultar dicha base de datos con arreglo a los siguientes criterios:



	Nombre de la estación

	Distintivo de llamada

	MMSI (Maritime Mobile Service Identity, identidad del servicio móvil marítimo)



	Además de las características de las estaciones de barco, el sistema ofrece, por selección, información actualizada sobre las cifras de identificación marítima y las series de distintivos de llamada internacionales atribuidos a las administraciones.



3)	Se adjunta a la presente un folleto de instrucciones relativas al sistema MARS y un formulario de inscripción de usuario TIES. La Oficina de Radiocomunicaciones queda a la disposición de su Administración para cualquier aclaración o información que pueda necesitar.

What is MARS?



MARS is a pilot database retrieval system developed by ITU for the Maritime Mobile Services. At present only particulars as listed in Part III of the List of Ship Stations (List V) are available. Updates are done on a weekly basis.



In order to access data on MARS, at present the user must be registered with ITU TIES.



This booklet describes how to access and retrieve data concerning Maritime Mobile Services using MARS.

SECTION 2 - REGISTRATION and ACCESSING MARS through TIES









How to Register with ITU TIES?



Members of the global ITU-related telecommunications community may become TIES Registered Users free of charge by completing and signing an agreement form established by the ITU. Registration is necessary for use of the TIES services for registered users. There is no need for registration to use the TIES open services.

Technical details for accessing TIES



The computers providing TIES services are located at the ITU headquarters in Geneva. TIES is currently accessible through the public telecommunication networks: PSTN (Public Switched Telephone Network), PSPDN (X.25 Packet-Switched Public Data Networks) and Internet.



1. Access TIES through dial-up telephone network (PSTN)



Users should call the following telephone number:

This number provides access to a set of multistandard modems, presently complying with ITU-T ("CCITT") Recommendations V.21, V.22, V.22 bis, V.32, V.42, V.42bis, Bell212A and MNP 2, 3, 4, 5.



Basic settings:

	- no parity

	- data bits = 8 (important if accessing information with accented letters such as the terminology database)

	- speed: 300 bps to 9,600 bps

and

	- "XON/XOFF = ON" (when supported)



2. Access TIES through X.25 data networks (PSPDN)



Users should call the following X.25 DTE address, on TELEPAC, the Swiss PSPDN:

where # refers to the local PSPDN prefix for international routing. Please contact your local operator for additional information.



3. Access TIES through Internet



Users should Telnet to the TIES servers at ties.itu.ch (full services for registered users) or info.itu.ch (open services, username 'gopher')

Accessing MARS



Once the user has accessed TIES and has opened a TIES session, the following screen appears:

Use up or down arrow keys to choose option "TIES Services for Registered Users/" and press the  �EMBED MSDraw   \* mergeformat��� key. 

�The following screen will appear:

Use up or down arrow keys to choose option  "ITU Infobases/Databases" and press the �EMBED MSDraw   \* mergeformat��� key. The following screen will appear:

Use up or down arrow keys to choose option "MARS - Maritime mobile Access & Retrieval System" and press the  �EMBED MSDraw   \* mergeformat��� key. You have now accessed MARS and can start searching and retrieving data.

�SECTION 3 - RETRIEVING DATA



This section describes the basic retrieval functions of ITU MARS and assumes that you already have a session with TIES and have successfully selected MARS.



The following screen appears once you have established the access to MARS:



�





1. Search Ship Station Database:

This option opens a search screen, to retrieve full station particulars or a list of stations, satisfying a search criteria. The search criteria are Ship name, Call sign, MMSI or a combination of any of the above.



2. MIDs by Country:

This option provides a complete list of MIDs and the Country Names to which they have been allocated.



3. International Call Sign Series by Country:

This option provides a complete list of the International Call Sign Series and the Country Names to which they have been allocated.

4. About MARS: 

This option provides information concerning MARS and persons to contact.



5. Exit from Application:

Exit application and Return to TIES. This choice exits from the present application and returns to TIES.

3.1. Search Ship Station Database



The following screen appears when this option is selected:





�





You can move the cursor between fields by using the � key.

�



In order to search for a particular ship station, type the full name and/or full call sign and/or full MMSI number into the respective search field/fields and press the �EMBED MSDraw   \* mergeformat��� key.



for example: Search for a station having an MMSI 366090610.



Step 1: Go to the MMSI field by using the � key.

Step 2: Type the MMSI number in the field and press the �EMBED MSDraw   \* mergeformat��� key.

As the default Option  is  5 (Retrieve), pressing the �EMBED MSDraw   \* mergeformat��� key will find the full particulars of the searched station.



You can change the default option by moving the cursor between fields using the � key until the option field is blinking. 

Type in the new option and press the �EMBED MSDraw   \* mergeformat��� key.

Full particulars of the station searched for are displayed.

Please Note:



If the station cannot be found in the database, the following message appears:

"NO STATION FOUND WITH THE SPECIFIED SEARCH CRITERIA"



You may also use the asterisk sign (*) as a wild card.



USING THE WILD CARD (*):



Wild cards may be used in any one of the search fields or as a combination of fields when the full characters of the field is not known, for example



�

If you know only the first 4 characters of the station name or call sign or MMSI, type the information into the respective field, followed by the wild card symbol (*).



Example of a search/retrieve where only part of the ship name is known:



Search for a station whose name starts with the letters SAGA. Type SAGA* in the Ship name field and press the �EMBED MSDraw   \* mergeformat��� key, see following screen:

In this particular case, 127 ship stations were selected based on the search criterion, see following screen:

Use the up or down arrow keys to select the appropriate station and then press the �EMBED MSDraw   \* mergeformat��� key. Please note that the default option is 5 (Retrieve). The result of the selection is the complete details of the station as registered in the database (see below). If you want to change the default option, press the � key until the option field is blinking, type the option and press the �EMBED MSDraw   \* mergeformat��� key.



Example of a search/retrieve where a combination of  search criteria - partial ship name/call sign/MMSI - is known:



Search for a station whose name starts with the letters SEA, having a call sign starting with the letters WAB and an MMSI starting with the number 366.



Type SEA* in the Ship name field, WAB*  in the Call sign field and 366* in the MMSI field, as shown on the following screen, and press the �EMBED MSDraw   \* mergeformat��� key :

The result of this search is a list of all ship stations whose names start with the letters "SEA" having a call sign starting with "WAB" and an MMSI starting with the "366", see below:

In this particular case, 3 stations were selected based on the search criterion.

Use the up or down Arrow keys to select any of the stations and then press the �EMBED MSDraw   \* mergeformat��� key to obtain its particulars.

Please note that the default option is 5 (Retrieve). The selection is done and details of the station as registered in the database is displayed (see below).

To proceed select the option required by use of  the � key until the option field is blinking, type the option required and press the �EMBED MSDraw   \* mergeformat��� key.

3.2. List MIDs by Country

The following screen appears when this option is selected:



�

This screen displays all the MIDs (Maritime Identification Digits) allocated to each country in accordance with Appendix 43. Information is sorted by ascending order of the MIDs. 



For example: 

If you wish to find a MID starting with the number 3, type 3 on your keyboard and the cursor will move to the first MID number starting with the requested number. Use the up or down arrow keys to navigate to the appropriate MID number.



If you wish to find the MID allocated to an Administration, example "IND", use the � key to access the Country Name field, then type the letter "I" on your keyboard. The cursor will move to the first country starting with the chosen letter. Use the up or down arrow keys to navigate to find the appropriate Country and its allocated MID number.





3.3. International Call sign series by Country

The following screen appears when this option is selected:



�

This screen displays  the International Call Sign Series allocated to each country in accordance with Appendix 42. Information is sorted by ascending order of the Call Sign Series.



For example: 

If you wish to find a Call Sign Series starting with the letter C, type C on your keyboard and the cursor will move to the first Call Sign Series starting with the requested letter. Use the up or down arrow keys to navigate to the appropriate Call Sign Series.



If you wish to find a Call Sign Series allocated to an Administration, for example "USA", use the � key to access the Country Name field, then type the letter "U" on your keyboard. The cursor will move to the first country starting with the chosen letter. Use the up or down arrow keys to navigate to find the appropriate Country and its allocated Call Sign Series.

SECTION 4 - TERMINATING MARS SESSION









You can exit from the application from any screen, by entering option No. 7 (exit) or by selecting the "Exit from the Application" choice on the Main Menu. This will return you to TIES and the following screen will appear:



�



Type the letter q (quit). The system asks you if you want to terminate the session, with the message Really quit (y/n) ? y . You can quit the session by pressing the �EMBED MSDraw   \* mergeformat��� key. If you wish to continue type n and press the �EMBED MSDraw   \* mergeformat��� key. This will return you to  the initial TIES screen.
