Dear Sir or Madam,

The Radiocommunication Bureau undertook a consultation with Administrations on the form and contents of the List of Ship Stations publication (List V), by means of Circular-letters CM/11 (4 June 2001) and CM/12 (28 May 2002), and in accordance with provisions of No. 20.15 of the Radio Regulations.
2.
Based on the replies received from Administrations accepting unanimously the proposals of the Bureau with respect to the contents of the paper edition of List V, future paper editions of the List, starting from the 43rd edition in 2003, shall contain only particulars of those ship stations that have been notified with a MMSI number, with the exception of pleasure ships with the individual classification of yacht, i.e. PL-YAT, unless advised otherwise by the responsible Administration. At present, the relevant number of ship stations to be included in the paper edition of the List using the above criteria is about 110 000 and this would result in a paper publication fitting into one volume of about 1000 pages.

As to the format of the CD ROM publication containing the complete set of particulars of all ship stations without the above restrictions, there was roughly equal preference between the two formats proposed by the Bureau, i.e. Acrobat pdf format and Microsoft Access data base format, and with no other alternative format proposed by Administrations. The Bureau has therefore decided to continue the present arrangement of offering both formats on the CD ROM. This situation will be reviewed in the future in light of the experience gained and depending on prevailing circumstances.

As the List of Call Signs and Numerical Identities of stations used by the maritime mobile and maritime mobile-satellite services (List VIIA), is a complimentary paper publication to the paper edition of the List of Ship Stations, the above changes will be applied to List VIIA, for the same reasons as those applicable to paper edition of List V. It should be pointed out that in practice the essential List VIIA data is, in fact, available in the CD-ROM of List V and information on all ship station identification can be sourced from this CD-ROM. Accordingly the next edition of List VIIA will incorporate the above changes to List V.
