Subject:		Consolidated version of the Rules of Procedure (Edition 1994)


Reference: 	Nos. 1001 and 1001.1 of the Radio Regulations





To the Director General


	In response to provision No.1001 of the Radio Regulations the former International Frequency Registration Board (IFRB) developed appropriate Rules of Procedure and associated Technical Standards for internal use by the Board and the Secretariat. The Rules and the associated Technical Standards were distributed to all Members of the Union in accordance with RR1001.1.


	Since their first publication in 1954, the Rules of Procedure have been constantly reviewed and modified. Following the Additional Plenipotentiary Conference (Geneva, 1992) and the changes in the Structure of the Union, the Radio Regulations Board, on the basis of proposals submitted by the Radiocommunication Bureau, consolidated all the earlier Rules into a new set of Rules of Procedure, eliminating outdated Rules and in a small number of cases adopting new Rules. The approval of the new Rules has been made in accordance with provision No. 95 of the Constitution.


	Attached to this Circular-letter you will find the consolidated version of the Rules of Procedure (Edition 1994) which replace and supersede all formerly published Rules. These rules will be used by the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau in the application of the Radio Regulations to register frequency assignments made by ITU Member Administrations and may be of use to administrations when applying the Radio Regulations and preparing for a World Radio Conference.
