1.	I am pleased to inform you that, as of 1st January 1997, the Radiocommunication Bureau will be in a position to accept notification of data in electronic form for frequency assignment notices to stations in the space radiocommunications services.





2.	The notifications concerned by the present Circular Letter are related to all procedures relevant to the space radiocommunications services:





	The changes introduced by WRC-95 (in particular Appendix S4), coming into force on 1st January 1997, have been taken into account.





	Attachment 1 to the present Circular Letter contains the data to be submitted, together with the relevant notice forms.  It also contains diagrams showing the relationships between these tables and cross-reference information between the tables and the notice forms.





	Attachment 2 provides a format for the electronic submission of graphical data relating to these notice forms.

3.	During the second meeting of the Planning Exercise Team (PXT) (Geneva, 20-24 May 1996), established to support the Bureau in the application of Resolution 531 (WRC-95), it was stressed that there was an urgent need to make possible electronic submission of graphical data for the antenna gain contour diagrams for shaped beams and service areas for networks submitted under Article 4 of Appendices 30 and 30A.  The Bureau was asked to define the format for the necessary data together with related descriptive annotations.
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	The format which is described in Attachment 2 also satisfies this requirement.  Administrations are therefore requested to kindly use this format when submitting the graphical data for new submissions for the shaped beams of their Broadcasting Satellite Service and feeder-link Plans under Article 4 of Appendices 30 and 30A.





4.	It is expected that anyone using these tables has a good understanding of the paper forms of notice used for notifying frequency assignments to stations in the space radiocommunications services (described in IFRB Circular-letter No. 820 dated 4 May 1990) and the publication of information concerning satellite networks and earth stations in the BR Weekly Circular (described in IFRB Circular-letter No. 902 dated 25 May 1992).  Both these Circular-letters will be re-issued shortly, after having been updated to reflect the changes resulting from WRC-95.





5.	The tables in Attachment 1 are in the format that will be used for the Bureau’s PC-based software that is being developed for the processing of data related to the space radiocommunications services. They will be used particularly for the following software packages released with the 1996-2 edition of the                SRS-on-CD-ROM:





the export of selected satellite networks / earth stations from the SRS-on-CD-ROM;


the data-capture software (including data correction and limited validation) which will facilitate the electronic notification referred to above;


the Space Query & Extract software which will also support the space Weekly Circular on diskette (to be released early next year).





The 1996-2 edition of the SRS-on-CD-ROM will also contain:





the new version of GIMROC (version 1.2) which will include an import/export facility for the format described in Attachment 2;


a Beta release of GIMS which allows digitizing of antenna gain contours diagrams, service area diagrams, and gain towards the geo-stationary orbit diagrams.  This new package, still under testing, has been developed under MS-Windows NT (32-bit operating system). It is not intended to work under MS-Windows 3.1x (16-bit).





6.	The Bureau hopes that Administrations will make extensive use of this new way of notification, in particular in the case when a great volume of data is concerned. At a later stage, this new facility will be completed with the introduction of a mailbox to allow submissions directly to an e-mail address in the Radiocommunication Bureau.

7.	The Radiocommunication Bureau remains at your disposal to assist your Administration in the implementation of this facility which concerns only the notification of assignments to stations in the space radiocommunication services.  While electronic notification is encouraged, the present procedure of conventional handling of paper notices will continue to remain available to all Administrations.
