To the Director-General



Dear Sir,

Following the entry into force on 17 November 1995 of the revised Resolution 46 (Rev.WRC-95) procedure, the Radiocommunication Bureau has noted a considerable increase in the number of administrations responding to the coordination requests published in the "RES46/C/…" Special Sections of the Weekly Circular.

This development is partly a result of the obligation the Bureau has to systematically draw the attention of administrations to the expiry date for commenting on a given request for coordination in accordance with paragraphs 2.14 to 2.16, Annex 1 to Resolution 46 (Rev.WRC-97).

In order to avoid further delays in the processing of notification forms and to ensure correct and equitable treatment of notifications for recording in the Master Register of frequency assignments requiring successful completion of the said coordination procedure, the Bureau has opted for the following approach related to the:

Mandatory publication of coordination progress reports in accordance with paragraph 2.17, Annex 1 to Resolution 46 (Rev.WRC-95)

1)	Upon expiry of the deadline for commenting on a coordination request (date of publication + 4 months), the Bureau will, on its own initiative and according to its records, publish in Special Sections of the "RES46/D/…" series a list of the administrations having submitted comments within the regulatory deadline.

�2)	This will provide an opportunity to all concerned administrations to ensure that their comments are acknowledged and that they will duly be taken into account when the Bureau examines the frequency assignments at the notification stage (RR1504/S11.32); see also Section V of Annex 1 to Resolution 46 (Rev.WRC-97).

3)	Prior to submitting the frequency assignments for notification and recording in the Master Register, all notifying administrations will be required to provide a final updated coordination progress report for publication by the Bureau in an Addendum to the previous RES46/D special section.  In submitting this information, administrations are kindly requested to use the format described in the Annex to this letter.



The Bureau expects that the introduction of this approach will provide the means to quickly and efficiently treat notifications submitted under Section V, Annex 1 to Resolution 46 (Rev.WRC-97).
