The ITU is pleased to announce the availability as of 1 November 1998 of new information within the Space Network Systems Online Service, namely notices concerning the advance publication of information on satellite networks or systems submitted to the Bureau in accordance with Section I of Article S9 of the Radio Regulations. In addition to the advance publication information already published in a special section of the Weekly Circular or received by the Radiocommunication Bureau but not yet processed, a database interrogation system allows the user to retrieve data based on specified input parameters (satellite name, notifying administration, longitude range, frequency range, dates of receipt).


At present the database contains all advance publication information pertaining to geostationary or non-geostationary satellites received by the Radiocommunication Bureau since 21 April 1997.
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The Space Network Systems Online Service is available on the ITU World Wide Web site and enables users to keep abreast of developments in international space radiocommunication. It is an essential reference for government agencies, public and private telecommunication operating agencies, manufacturers, scientific or industrial organisations, international organisations, consultants, technical colleges, universities, etc.


The service is described in detail in Subscription Circular No. 224 of 13 June 1997 which includes, inter alia, the Licence Agreement and Subscription Form.
