�Subject:	Request for Administrations and Sector Members to supply data on antennas with receive gain greater than 60 dBi which operate or are planned to operate in the frequency bands covered by Resolution 130 (WRC-97) and Resolution 538 (WRC�97)

WRC-97 introduced provisional power limits on non-GSO FSS systems in certain bands, and requested the ITU�R to conduct the appropriate technical, operational and regulatory studies to review the regulatory conditions relating to the coexistence of non�GSO and GSO systems. Joint Task Group 4-9-11 has been assigned the responsibility for reporting the results of those studies to the 1999 Conference Preparatory Meeting (CPM-99).



In its review of the provisional limits included in Article S22 by WRC-97 in order to protect GSO FSS networks, JTG 4-9-11 has identified that it may be desirable, in order to protect the use of earth stations having large antennas within GSO FSS and BSS networks, to develop a coordination procedure. In order to assess the scope and the specifics of such a procedure, JTG 4-9-11 will need to rely on accurate information of the extent of the current and planned use of such large earth stations in the frequency bands covered by Resolution 130 (WRC-97) and Resolution 538 (WRC�97), i.e:

–	in the space-to-Earth direction, the bands 10.7-11.7 GHz, 11.7-12.75 GHz, 17.7-18.6 GHz and 19.7-20.2 GHz;

–	in the Earth-to-space direction, the bands 12.75-13.25 GHz, 13.75-14.5 GHz,�17.3-18.4 GHz, 27.5-28.6 GHz and 29.5-30 GHz.



�In order to enable JTG 4-9-11 to assess the scale of the problem and to make the appropriate recommendations to the CPM, Administrations and Sector Members are kindly requested to send their response to the following questionnaire for each of their current or planned antennas with receive gains greater than 60 dBi:
