Subject:	Examination of frequency assignments under RR1504/S11.32

To the Director General

Dear Sir/Madam,



1.	On the basis of experience gained by the Radiocommunication Bureau in processing notices for satellite systems and in order to facilitate the tasks of administrations, the Bureau wishes to draw the attention of your Administration to the following:



1.1	While examining frequency assignments to satellite networks submitted under Article 13/S11 in applying RR1504/S11.32, the Bureau has observed that:

i)	some administrations in notifying satellite networks under Article 13/S11, sometimes indicate the result of coordination at the group level (the indication of the result of coordination for each group of assignments); whereas



ii)	the coordination requirements published in Special Section AR11/C/… were, however, established at the transaction level (the same coordination requirements are applied to all assignments in various frequency bands in the subject Special Section). 



2.	When examining assignments to satellite networks under the above-mentioned provisions, the Bureau compares the coordination requirements identified in the corresponding Special Section AR11/C/… with the coordination results indicated in the notice form (column A5/A6) (see Rules of Procedure related to RR1501/S11.28), unless specific reference to RR1066/section 6 of Appendix S5, RR1506/S11.32A or S9.65 is made (see also Rules of Procedure related to S11.32). This indicates that the Bureau formulates its finding based on the transaction level. As a consequence, it may result in an unfavorable finding at group level of a given assignment, because the coordination requirements identified under transaction level can be broader than those required under group level.

3.	In order to avoid unnecessary work for administrations and the Bureau, administrations are requested, when notifying their frequency assignments to satellite networks under Article S11, to make specific reference to Section 6 of Appendix S5, S11.32A or S9.65 for each group of assignments and for each coordination requirement if the result of the coordination given by the administrations and the coordination requirements identified in the corresponding Special Sections are not the same.
