These results will be submitted as addenda to the above-mentioned report, as soon as they become available.

Chairperson's Report
IRG-5 - 29 November to 3 December l999

The fifth and the last meeting of IRG was held in Geneva from 29 November to 3 December 1999. It was attended by 98 representatives of 51 administrations and international organizations. Its purpose was to consider the feasibility studies on planning conducted by BR on the request of GTE‑4 and to prepare the IRG report for the Director, BR to submit to WRC-2000 in accordance with resolves 2 of Resolution 532 (WRC-97) for consideration under agenda item 1.19 of WRC‑2000.

The meeting considered 33 documents and produced a "final" report which includes a review of the work that has been accomplished since WRC-97 by GTE and IRG. It shows the results of the feasibility studies (replanning exercises) carried out by GTE in terms of orbital positions and channel assignments for every administration of Regions 1 and 3. It also includes the methodology and the criteria that have been used, and the results of the compatibility studies within the BSS, and between the BSS and other services in all Regions. This report is contained in a separate document (Document IRG99-5/24(Rev.4)) titled "Final Report of the Inter-conference Representative Group (IRG)".

Considering that the replanning feasibility studies shall be based on existing systems as referred to in principle 3 of Resolution 532 (WRC-97) and taking account of requests for additional studies, IRG agreed to have these studies carried out by BR, if time permits, and the results are sent directly to the affected administrations.

Luxembourg
 requested that BR study the impact on the feasibility studies of the satellite networks contained in the Regions 1 and 3 downlink and feeder-link Plans as established by the Bureau pursuant to the decision of WRC-97 Conference emanating from the successful application of modification procedures of Article 4 of Appendices S30 and S30A which have not yet satisfied the conditions prescribed in Principle 3 of Annex 1 to Resolution 532 (WRC-97). These networks are described in the attachment to this Report.

•
Egypt requested IRG-5 to study the impact of including in the feasibility study systems, such as Nilesat-1S, which have been brought into service and are under the process of application of Article 4.

•
Lao P.D.R. requested BR to study the impact of including a system (LSTAR4B at 126°E) which is close to launch and under the process of application of Article 4.

•
Turkey requested BR to study the impact of including a system (TURKSAT‑BSS at 42( E) which is close to launch and under the process of application of Article 4.

The Chairperson thanks all those participants who contributed to the successful conclusions of the IRG meetings and the Director of BR for his advice and constant attendance at all five meetings. The Chairperson also thanks the management of BR, particularly Mr K. Arasteh for his efficient organization and management of the whole replanning process, and the Bureau staff (planning, 

administrative, translation and software development) for their efforts associated with the replanning studies and in assisting with the preparation of many of the meeting's documents and for organizing the meetings. The Bureau staff always delivered even under the most extreme time pressures. Finally the Chairperson wishes to express his gratitude to Ms K. Baum (United States) for carrying out the work as Rapporteur of the last two meetings in a most efficient manner.
