Dear Sir/Madam,

1. WRC-95, WRC-97 and WRC-2000 consolidated all the coordination procedures in a single article of the new simplified Radio Regulations, namely Article 9 "Procedure for effecting coordination with or obtaining agreement of other administrations". This new article contains all the elements of the procedures of former Articles 11 and 14 of the Radio Regulations, issued in 1990 and revised in 1994, as well as those of Resolutions 33 and 46. Associated with Article 9 are also Appendix 4, which specifies the various data that must be furnished in any advance publication or coordination request, and Appendix 5, which contains criteria for the identification of administrations with which coordination is to be effected or agreement sought. Article 9 of the simplified Radio Regulations has been in force since 1 January 1999.

2. As regards the publication of special sections relating to coordination requests submitted after 1 January 1999, the Bureau has carried out an in-depth review of its internal processes with a view to increasing the level of automation of the regulatory and technical examination of space notices and of publication of the special sections. The overall process has been re-designed, the interrelationships between various software tools has been reviewed and completed, and new software tools developed. Beginning with BR IFIC 2460/08.01.2002, all coordination requests under Article 9 received after 1 January 1999 are to be published in a single type of special section, namely a CR/C/-- special section.

3. The first pages of the new CR/C special section will provide general information on the satellite network under coordination with an indication of the applicable form(s) of coordination (see list of forms of coordination in Attachment 1), a summary of coordination requirements and potentially affected administrations, and a description of the various codes used in the publication. The central part of the publication will contain the satellite network data and associated graphs. The last part will contain notes and comments by the responsible administration, the Radiocommunication Bureau’s findings and comments, and then, as appropriate, (i) a detailed list of coordination requirements at group level followed by the list(s) of networks and (ii) the list of potentially affected administrations at group level.

4. A detailed explanation of all of the fields and items included in the CR/C special section may be found in the updated version of the Preface to the BR International Frequency Information Circular (BR IFIC, Space Services) (Section II, Chapter 1). The Preface will be published and updated regularly starting with BR IFIC 2460 onwards and on the BR SSD website at http://www.itu.int/brspace/preface 

5. As mentioned in § 2 above, CR/C special sections will be published in BR IFIC 2460 onwards for all coordination requests received as from 1 January 1999. However, the first BR IFIC will also include, on an exceptional basis, some remaining special sections of the AR11/C and AP30/C type, relating to coordination cases received prior to 1 January 1999.

6. The Radiocommunication Bureau trusts that the information provided above will further clarify the way in which the new CR/C special section is being implemented by the Bureau. List of forms of coordination included in the CR/C special section

	9.7
	Coordination of a station in a satellite network using the geostationary-satellite orbit in respect of any other satellite network using that orbit.

	9.7A
	Coordination of a specific Earth station in a geostationary-satellite network in the fixed satellite service in respect of a non-geostationary-satellite system in the fixed satellite service.

	9.7B
	Coordination of a non-geostationary-satellite system in the fixed satellite service in respect of a specific Earth station in a geostationary-satellite network in the fixed satellite service.

	9.42
	Following receipt of the International Frequency Information Circular (IFIC) referring to requests for coordination under Nos. S9.7 to S9.7B, an administration believing that it should have been included in the request or should not have been included in the request, shall, within four months of the date of publication of the relevant International Frequency Information Circular (IFIC), inform the initiating administration or the identified administration, as appropriate, and the Bureau, giving its technical reasons for doing so, and shall request that its name be included or that the name of the identified administration be excluded, as appropriate.

The Bureau shall study this information on the basis of Appendix S5 and shall inform both administrations of its conclusions. Should the Bureau agree to include or exclude, as appropriate, the administration in the request, it shall publish an addendum to the publication.
