Rules of Procedure on Nos. 9.35, 9.36 and 9.42 of the Radio Regulations

To the Director-General

At its 25th meeting (3-7 December 2001), the Radio Regulations Board approved temporary Rules of Procedure relating to the processing of the backlog of notices under Article 9 of the Radio Regulations, namely rules on Nos. 9.35, 9.36 and 9.42. The rules were approved after extensive consideration of the matter by the Board at its 24th and 25th meetings, following the procedure established in Article 13 of the Radio Regulations.

The new rules will be used on a provisional basis pending consideration of the matter by WRC‑03, and will be applied to those networks for which complete coordination information has been received by the Bureau on or after 1 June 1999.

The purpose of this circular letter is to provide information and guidance to administrations on the arrangements adopted by the Radiocommunication Bureau to apply the temporary Rules of Procedure on Nos. 9.35, 9.36 and 9.42.

As instructed in the Rule of Procedure on No. 9.35, the Bureau will examine the frequency assignments with respect to conformity with the Table of Frequency Allocations as referred to in the Rule of Procedure on No. 11.31, but it will suspend any examination with respect to power limits referred to in applicable footnotes, resolutions or recommendations and Articles 21 and 22 of the Radio Regulations. As a consequence, for those frequency assignments, which are in conformity with the Table of Frequency Allocations, the Bureau will issue a “qualified favourable” finding with respect to No. 9.35. In order to distinguish assignments with favourable findings from those with “qualified favourable” findings under the new Rule of Procedure on No. 9.35, a new symbol "B" instead of "A" will be used in column 13A to designate the “qualified favourable” findings.

In accordance with the Rule of Procedure on No. 9.36, and for frequency assignments with findings "A" or "B", the Bureau will extend the application of the coordination arc methodology for the identification of affected administrations in the bands above 3 GHz for fixed-satellite service (FSS), broadcasting-satellite service (BSS) and space operation assignments of GSO networks, operating in the same direction of transmission, in addition to the cases already identified under No. 9.7 (GSO/GSO) in Table 5‑1 of Appendix 5. In order to avoid the cumbersome and lengthy process of individually analysing the space operation frequency assignments, network by network, whether or not they are associated with FSS or BSS frequency assignments, all frequency assignments identified for space operation functions (space operation service (ET), space telecommand (ED), space tracking (EK) and space telemetry (ER)) in the frequency bands above 3 GHz will be processed in the same way as those of the fixed-satellite or broadcasting-satellite services.

The ΔT/T method in Appendix 8 of the Radio Regulations will be applied in all other cases involving GSO networks:

a)
with frequency assignments in frequency ranges below 3 GHz; or

b)
with frequency assignments in frequency ranges above 3 GHz and where the radiocommunication service of the proposed or existing network is other than FSS, BSS or space operation; or 

c)
when there are space stations operating in the opposite direction of transmission.

The modified Rule of Procedure on No. 9.42 specifies that for FSS assignments above 3 GHz and outside the frequency bands listed under items 1), 2) and 3) of column 3 of Table 5‑1(Appendix 5) and for all BSS and space operation assignments above 3 GHz to which the coordination arc concept will be applied, (T/T calculation in application of Nos. 9.41 and 9.42 will continue to be effected in accordance with §§ 2.2.1.1 and 2.2.2.1 of Appendix 8, i.e. taking into account the overall link characteristic, if provided.

The Radiocommunication Bureau trusts that the information provided above clarifies the way in which the Nos. 9.35, 9.36 and 9.42 will be applied by the Bureau following the adoption of the temporary Rules of Procedure.
