New optional format of the Radiocommunication Bureau’s International Frequency Information Circular (BR IFIC) for Terrestrial Services (DVD-ROM).

To the Director-General

Dear Sir, Madam,

With Circular Letter CR/189 of 6 December 2002 the Radiocommunication Bureau informed you on the possibility of introducing the DVD-ROM format, as from 8 April 2003, as an additional format for its publication “BR IFIC (Terrestrial Services)”. With the same circular letter, the Bureau elaborated the advantages of the new format. The Bureau also indicated that such an option would be provided if sufficient number of subscribers demonstrate an interest for this new format (in lieu of the CD-ROM format). This possibility was also announced with the associated publication notice (No. 282 – 03 of 19 December 2002).

As of 15 March 2003, only 16 Member States informed the Bureau that they would be interested in receiving the BR IFIC in DVD-ROM format. As such a low number does not justify the introduction of the new format (due to elevated production costs), the Bureau decided to postpone the introduction of this format until the required conditions are met. Therefore, the Bureau regrets to inform you that it will not be in a position to offer this option, as from 8 April 2003, as initially announced in Circular Letter CR/189, due to insufficient interest in this format. The Bureau hopes that sometime in the future conditions may change and that it would be in a position to offer this additional format, if sufficient interest is demonstrated.

The Bureau uses this opportunity to re-iterate the fact that, due to various reasons and as indicated in Circular Letter CR/189 and in publication notice 282 – 03, the Microsoft Access 2000 version enters into the category of minimum software requirements for use of the publication BR IFIC (Terrestrial services) on CD-ROM, as from 1 January 2003.
