Cessation of emissions - provision No. 22.1 of the Radio Regulations

To the Director-General

Dear Madam/Sir,

In recent years there has been an increase in the operation of space stations utilizing congested frequency bands allocated to the space operations, earth-exploration and space research services (e.g. 2 200‑2 290 and 8 025-8 400 MHz bands). While these operations normally comply with the provisions of Article 5 and No. 21.16 of the Radio Regulations, the requirements specified under No. 22.1 may not be systematically incorporated in the design of the space station concerned.

The absence of devices enabling the temporary cessation of emissions from the space station precludes the possibility of reducing situations of potential interference.

In the light of the above, the Radiocommunication Bureau wishes to draw the attention of all space communications users to the regulatory obligation specified in No. 22.1 of the Regulations, namely:


"Space stations shall be fitted with devices to ensure immediate cessation of their radio emissions by telecommand, whenever such cessation is required …"
