Addendum 1 to Circular Letter CR/169 dated 23 May 2003

The purpose of this Circular Letter is to provide information and guidance to administrations on the validation software used for the submission of coordination and notification information, pursuant to Articles 9 and 11, to the Radiocommunication Bureau (BR) in application of the Radio Regulatory procedures relating to space services.

2
Paragraph 4 of BR Circular Letter CR/169 provided information and conditions on the use of validation software to validate the electronic filings. The latest version of the validation software currently in force is SNSVAL1 version 1.53 dated 18 September 2002. 

3
The BR has been working on developing a new version of the validation software, as indicated in paragraph 4.3 of Circular Letter CR/169. This validation software is now available for use by administrations and other users and is the subject of this Circular Letter.

4
The new validation software - SpaceVal - carries out all the validation checks that were implemented in the previous software and includes additional validation that had not been previously implemented. It can be used in a stand-alone mode (similar to the current software) to validate any relevant electronic filing that is in the SNS MS-Access database format. It is also integrated with the BR’s data capture software - SpaceCap version 4.2 & higher - to provide users with an on-line validation and assisted error-correction facility (display of erroneous data-items and the corresponding validation rules). The results of the validation may be viewed and printed via the BR’s query software - SpaceQry version 3.1.2 & higher.

The SpaceVal (along with the associated SpaceCap and SpaceQry software) is available to administrations and other users at the ITU web site (http://www.itu.int/ITU‑R/software/space/index.html), as well as on the BR IFIC (space services) on CD-ROM (BR IFIC 2506/04.11.2003 and onwards).

Starting from 1 December 2003, SpaceVal version 1.1 or above will be the validation software used by the BR when assessing the completeness of Appendix 4 Forms of Notice, coordination requests and notification for satellite networks or satellite systems, including earth stations, submitted under Articles 9 and 11, in accordance with the Rule of procedure on receivability. Administrations are encouraged to run SpaceVal in order to overcome any difficulties in the notices to be submitted to the Bureau as of this date.

The BR is currently working on extending this SpaceVal version 1.1 to validate electronic notices submitted under Appendices 30, 30A and 30B. Once the version of the SpaceVal software with this new functionality is available, administrations will be informed accordingly.

Administrations are reminded that the BR is maintaining a web site with useful information and “Frequently Asked Questions” to assist users in successful validation of their filings at http://www.itu.int/ITU-R/space/faq/subm.html

The BR is available to assist administrations in these developments/procedures that are intended to improve the overall efficiency and accuracy in the processing of submissions and to reduce the overall processing time for notices through the Bureau.
