The World Radiocommunication Conference 2003 (Geneva, WRC-03) adopted revised provisions for Appendix 30B of the Radio Regulations.

In accordance with resolves 3 of Resolution 146 [COM6/1] (WRC-03), the Radiocommunication Bureau is now using the revised Earth station antenna reference patterns given in Section 1.6 of Annex 1 to that Appendix.

3.
Pursuant to resolves 5 of the above-mentioned Resolution, the Bureau has computed the complete  reference situation of the Appendix 30B Plan and the associated List of assignments (i.e. for all test-points) using the revised Earth station antenna reference patterns. The reference situation will be used for subsequent application of the provisions of Articles 6 and 7 of Appendix 30B (Rev. WRC-03). The Bureau has published this information in tabular format in BR IFIC No. 2501 of 26 August 2003 and simultaneously posted it on the ITU website at the following address:
