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	PROPOSALS FOR REDUCING PAPER PUBLICATION OF RECOMMENDATIONS


Resolution ITU-R 1-3 requires the paper form publication of all Recommendations in force every four years. In the intervening period, new and modified Recommendations shall also be published in paper form in Supplements at appropriate intervals. 

The quadrennial publication is understood to be subject to partial cost recovery. At least the administration copies of the Supplements are not subject to cost recovery. Both have preparatory costs which are borne only by contributory units.

In reality, hard copies are not used. Electronic copies may be more easily searched, and are generally more useful. Paper copies could, of course, be published on demand.

The revisions set forth in the attachment do away with hard copies.

all Recommendations in force shall be published as soon as possible after approval in an electronic form;

in the intervening period, new and modified Recommendations shall be published at appropriate intervals as determined by the Director in consultation with the Study Group Chairman;

–
all Resolutions and Opinions shall be published following each Radiocommunication Assembly.

Each Volume for a given Series of Recommendations should include:

–
a plan of the Books of the last Radiocommunication Assembly;

–
a plan of the Volumes;

–
the distribution of texts between Volumes;

–
a table of contents;

–
an index of the Recommendations in numerical order;

–
a list of other texts of the Study Group, including Questions, Resolutions, Opinions and Reports in force, indicating their title and the Volume in which they are published;

–
an introductory preface prepared by the Study Group Chairman when appropriate;

–
the scope of the relevant Study Group, as well as the names of its Chairman and Vice‑Chairmen;

–
the texts of the Recommendations compiled by theme;

–
the texts of Resolutions and Opinions related to the content of the Volume.
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
