Introduction

The attached Work Programme and associated information for Study Group 1 has been prepared in response to the invitation from the Chairman of RAG, made at CVC-13 (Decision No. 9) and by e‑mail, for work plans and detailed information on study group activities that relate directly to the goals and objectives in the Strategic Plan. The information is based on the Scope of Study Group 1 (ITU-R Resolution 4-3 (RA‑2000)) and more detailed planned activities from the working parties and task groups of the Study Group. These are referenced to the Constitution (CS), the Convention (CV) the Strategic Plan for the Union 2004-2007 (strategic orientation and goals 1-6) (SP Goals) and the Priorities of the Radiocommunications Sector (Categories A, B and C). The Study Group currently has three Working Parties, two Task Groups (one expected to be completed), a Joint Task Group, a Handbook Group and a number of Rapporteur Groups.

The following are comments that have been coordinated between the Study Group 1 Chairman and Vice-Chairman.
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Scope 1

Development of principles and techniques for effective spectrum management, sharing criteria and methods, techniques for spectrum monitoring and long‑term strategies for spectrum utilization and economic approaches to national spectrum management as well as, in association with the appropriate bodies of ITU, facilitation of the collection and dissemination of information concerning computer programs prepared for the implementation of relevant Recommendations.

CS: 5, 12, 18; CV: 152; SP Goals: 1, 2, 4, 5, 6; Priorities: Category A 4.3.1, 4.3.3; Category B 4.3.6; Category C 4.3.9, 4.3.10a.

Work planned and deliverables: Spectrum engineering

New or revised Recommendations and Reports are planned or in preparation on the following matters:

continuing work on unwanted emissions;

•
definitions of spectral properties of transmitter emissions;

•
determination coordination area around earth stations;

•
orbit-spectrum resource efficiency factors;

•
review of computer programs;

Work planned and deliverables: Spectrum management methodologies

New or revised Recommendations and Reports are planned or in preparation on the following matters:

technical and operational parameters and spectrum requirements for different radiocommunication applications (short-range and others);

parameters of radio equipment required for spectrum management and the efficient use of the radio spectrum;

•
developing a draft new Recommendation on spectrum pricing;

•
revision of Recommendation SM.1046-1 on definition of spectrum use and efficiency;

•
accumulation of material for a new edition of Report SM.2012 on economic aspects of spectrum management.

Work planned and deliverables: Spectrum monitoring

New or revised Recommendations and Reports are planned or in preparation on the following matters: 

•
bandwidth measurements;

•
man machine interface (MMI) related to frequency channel occupancy;

•
international monitoring related to space services;

•
measurements concerning radiation from telecommunication systems utilizing power supply;

•
telephone line distribution or coax cables;

•
role and task of radio monitoring in a liberal environment.
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Scope 2

To provide assistance in matters within its competence to developing countries in cooperation with the Telecommunication Development Sector.

CS: 4; SP Goals: 1, 5, 6; Priority: Category A, 4.3.2, 4.3.3.

Deliverables: Assistance to countries

Since 1998, the Telecommunication Development (ITU-D) and Radiocommunication (ITU-R) Sectors of ITU have been cooperating in a joint activity to assist developing countries with their national spectrum management functions. This activity was established by Resolution 9 of the World Telecommunications Development Conference 1998 (WTDC-98) and a revision adopted by WTDC-02. ITU-D and ITU-R established a joint group of spectrum management experts from developed and developing countries to progress the work. The deliverables are reports identifying of the specific needs of developing countries in spectrum management, national spectrum management practices, information on the national uses of the spectrum and a database of information on methods administrations are using to calculate fees for use of the spectrum.

Study Group 1 has developed Handbooks on Spectrum Monitoring, Computer Assisted Spectrum Management and will deliver a completely revised and updated version of the Handbook on National Spectrum Management by the end of 2003. This will cover the following areas: Introduction and spectrum management fundamentals; Spectrum Planning; Frequency assignment and licensing; Spectrum monitoring, inspection and investigation; Spectrum engineering investigation; Spectrum economics; Automation for Spectrum Management Activities; Spectrum efficiency; Spectrum management information available on the ITU-R Website; Spectrum management training; and Spectrum practices.

The Study Group is actively developing other methods to publicize and disseminate information on spectrum management, for example: i) a Study Group 1 Brochure (completed); ii) a Spectrum Management Website for ITU-R summarizing the general requirements for national spectrum management to complement the detailed information in the revised National Spectrum Management Handbook. The website will contain a large set of freely available references on other sources of spectrum management information and computer programs for spectrum management; iii) a Spectrum Management Booklet describing, in a summary version, the information contained in the National Spectrum Management Handbook.

The Study Group has produced recommendations on the requirements for basic and advanced spectrum management systems. Currently a revision to upgrade the basic system (WinBASMs) is in the development process. This will take into account the requests from developing countries for a range of improvements.
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Scope 3

Study a limited number of specific urgent Questions concerning interservice sharing and compatibility. Development of Recommendations or of a Report to the Conference Preparatory Meeting in answer to those urgent Questions concerning interservice sharing and compatibility requiring special attention. 

CS: 12, 15; SP Goals: 4; Priorities: Category A - 4.3.1; Category B - 4.3.6; CVC-13, (Decision No. 6) appointed TG 1/8 to lead the UWB studies.

Work planned and deliverables

TG 1/8: Compatibility between ultra-wideband devices (UWB) and radiocommunication services. Four recommendations are planned: technical characteristics, compatibility, spectrum management framework, measurement techniques. These will be submitted to SG 1 for approval in 2004 and the TG may be terminated. 

TG 1/7: Protection of passive service bands from unwanted emissions has completed its work and submitted its contribution to CPM.

JTG 1-6-8-9: Has completed its report to CPM. Further work and how it is undertaken will be subject to decisions of WRC-03, the future agenda of WRC-07 and the decisions of CPM and CVC immediately following the WRC.

Resource estimates

The above work described in paragraphs 2-3 above can be completed within the usual resources required by the Study Group (five days for each of three working parties held in parallel and two days for the Study Group (held immediately after the working parties). Four meetings of TG 1/8 are scheduled (each of five days duration). Some meetings are likely to be hosted outside Geneva.

The BR process is effective in supporting the operation of the Study Group.

The approval process proposals developed by the CVC (RAG2002-1/6) should be examined in light of the present limitations and a recommendation made for the RA.

Vice-Chairman's Comments

The following are comments from Nabil Kisrawi, Vice‑Chairman Study Group 1, concerning the RAG request for work plans:

First, as Syrian delegate, based on my experience in the other two Sectors, advisory groups never interfered with the work of any study groups, which is carried out in accordance with Resolution 1 and based on Questions adopted by Members, except when there was an overlap or common issues between two or more study groups.

Agreed changes to the mandate of RAG made by PP-02 will not transform RAG into supervisory body of study groups; hence, my Administration will not support the interpretation by the RAG Chairman or the proposal by the United Kingdom. The only issue which would be supported by my Administration would be to seek views of CVC on the number of meeting days of study groups, cost of translation of output documents, interpretation costs, etc. which is typically within the mandate of the CVC meeting.

As regards financial implications, etc. the CVC mandate could be enlarged to cover the preparation of a more elaborate plan of action covering activities of all study groups and detailing what the Chairman of RAG proposed, including priorities, etc. based on the adopted relevant parts of the ITU strategic plan (see Resolution 71 of PP-02), and present that to RAG to provide its advice (if any).

Second, as Vice-Chairman of Study Group 1 up until the beginning of the next Radiocommunication Assembly, based on my understanding before as the permanent representative of Syria to ITU, I do not agree with the proposed detailed reply to the RAG Chairman for the following reasons:

a)
The RAG meeting will have a usual limited number of Study Group 1 participants aware of the detailed activities of Study Group 1.

b)
Future activities of Study Group 1 will be based on decisions by the next Radiocommunication Assembly and will be implemented by a new management team of this Study Group, which is supposed to select priorities, decide on timing, etc.
