Background

CPM is defined by and has been working in accordance with Resolution ITU-R 2-3 (Rev.RA-2000). Furthermore, CPM is also recognized as an opportunity to review the updated ITU-R study results and to see the views of concerned administrations, particularly the developing countries and/or small countries who find it difficult to send their delegation to the concerned ITU-R group's meeting.
The current CPM Report structure usually consists of the following four categories:
•
summary of technical and operational studies;

•
analysis of results of studies relating to the agenda item;

•
methods to satisfy the agenda item;

•
regulatory and procedural consideration.

However, CPM experienced that it consumed most of its time reflecting administrations' views of the first of two bullet points, which have been developed by ITU-R WGs/TGs. It sometimes causes Committee level of CPM the inability to review their sub-groups' drafting work due to the lack of time.
Therefore it is required to consider the improvement of CPM working methods.

Proposal

CPM should not consider the first two bullet points for the purpose of modifying the contents unless the relevant group's chairman submits the updated material. In case of differing views not being reconciled, those views may be just added without discussion into the second bullet point (analysis of results of studies relating to the agenda item) with limited volume (for example one paragraph of four to five lines).

After reviewing the first two bullet points as they are, CPM should focus on further development of the last two bullet points, to provide the necessary information to WRC.
If RAG agrees the above, RA-03 may need to consider Resolution ITU-R 2-3 to reflect it.
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
