COSTS RELATED TO WRC-03


In order to reduce documentation costs for WRC-03, we would like to propose the following for consideration by the Radiocommunication Advisory Group:

Preparatory documents in advance of the Conference

1)
Dispatching all documents on CD-ROM (in accordance with past practices - maximum five copies per administration and one copy per Sector Member). This proposal has been positively received by the ITU WRC Planning Group, as it would reduce paper costs by nearly 100 per cent as well as the cost of postage.

2)
Stressing careful preparation of documents on the part of administrations so as to avoid needless revisions to documents.

3)
Documents received later than [6 weeks] before the beginning of the Conference may not be translated.

Documents produced during the Conference

1)
One paper copy of all documents produced before the opening of the Conference will be provided to the Head of delegation for each administration.

2)
One CD-ROM with all preparatory documents will be provided to each delegate on the opening day of the Conference.

3)
The List of Participants will not be produced in paper form before, during or after the closure of the Conference.

4)
Limiting administrations to a maximum of five copies of all conference documents; Sector Members to one copy. 

5)
No individual pigeonholes will be assigned to delegates. Each delegation of a Member State will be allocated three pigeonholes: one for the Head of delegation, one for the delivery of Conference documents and one to be used by delegates as a correspondence box. Distribution of Conference documents within delegations will be a delegation responsibility. Sector Members participating as Observers will be assigned one pigeonhole as required.

6)
One paper copy of the Final Acts to be provided to the Head of delegation.

7)
One CD-ROM of the Final Acts and all conference documents to be provided to each delegate.

Final documents prepared after the closure of the Conference

Documents following the closure of the Conference will be posted on the Web but will not be sent by mail.
