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On the basis of discussion within the RAG and some informal consultation with individual delegates, a number of options for cost savings are noted below. The options have regard to the need to maintain basic working requirements for WRC‑03 whilst providing some opportunities to achieve economies, especially in costs of documentation.

It is noted that economies in documentation need to be in parallel with adequate facilities for electronic working such as computing access facilities and radio LAN capacity in the meeting rooms.

A
Preparatory documents in advance of the Conference

1)
Dispatching all documents on CD‑ROM (in accordance with past practices - maximum five copies per administration and one copy per Sector Member). Limited paper copies will be provided on request. This proposal has been positively received by the ITU WRC Planning Group, as it would reduce paper costs by nearly 100 per cent as well as the cost of postage.

2)
Stressing careful preparation of documents on the part of administrations so as to avoid needless revisions to documents.

3)
All proposals submitted prior to and during the Conference will be translated. It should be noted, however, that large numbers of late documents may result in translation not being possible in the time required. Member States will therefore be urged to submit proposals as early as possible before the start of the Conference.

B
Documents produced during the Conference

1)
One paper copy of all documents produced before the opening of the Conference will be provided to the head of delegation for each administration.

2)
One CD‑ROM with all preparatory documents will be provided to each delegate on the opening day of the Conference.

3)
The list of participants is proposed to be continually updated during the Conference and will be available electronically. The list will not be produced in paper form before, during or after the closure of the Conference.

4)
Heads of delegations will be asked to indicate the minimum number of paper copies of documents required, not more than […], and to nominate the delegates who are to receive those documents.


It is suggested that observer organizations (including Sector Members) be limited to one paper copy.

5)
Each participant will be allocated an individual pigeonhole. Documents will be delivered to those pigeonholes for participants nominated by the heads of delegation.

6)
One paper copy of the Final Acts to be provided to the head of delegation.

7)
One CD‑ROM of the Final Acts and all conference documents to be provided to each delegate.

C
Final documents prepared after the closure of the Conference

Documents following the closure of the Conference will be posted on the Web but will not be sent by mail.
