How to reach Rome from Fiumicino ‘’Leonardo Da Vinci’’ Airport (about 35 km).

By train

From Fiumicino Airport to Roma Termini (City Center):

LEONARDO EXPRESS non-stop service train leaves Fiumicino airport every half an hour from 7.37 a.m. to 10.37 p.m. Ticket fare: €uro 8.78 =It. £ira 17,000. Journey time approx. 30 minutes.

By taxi

Fare is about €uro 31 = It. £ira 60,000 

Take care to get an authorised taxi only.

Currency

From 1st January 2002 within 11 European Countries the €uro currency will come into force
( 1 US $ = 0.9 €uro - average - excl. commission). However during an interim period till
28th February the Italian £ira currency will also be accepted (1 Euro = It. £ira 1,936.27
no-commission can be applied according to the law). 

BE CAREFUL: When a payment is made by cash in €uro or It. £ira, then the cash change given back can be given in the other currency and not necessarily in the same currency used. 
Foreign currency exchange

In general, there are no restrictions on currency exchange in Italy and it is possible to change major convertible currencies at the hotels.  Major credit cards are readily accepted in many places. Visitors may like to exchange some amount into local currency (€uro) at the international airport of arrival for their convenience.
Visa and health requirements

Most foreign nationals require a visa for entry into Italy. It is suggested that participants start the administrative procedures to obtain a visa for entry in Italy with a sufficient lead-time.  Moreover specific health requirements may be in force for certain countries.  Participants are requested to send their passport details while sending the registration forms.

Climate

Days during the month of February are cool with the average daytime temperatures ranging around 15°C.  There may be a possibility of light rains during this time of the year.

Electricity

The voltage in Italy is 220V/50Hz.
