Introduction

Geography

Porto Seguro is located in Bahia, on the North-East coast of Brazil.
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Climate

The temperature in Porto Seguro ranges from 22(C to 35(C. In March/April the maximum should not exceed 30(C.

Porto Seguro

Porto Seguro consists of 2 different parts. The Cidade Alta is built on a bluff overlooking the town with fine views out to sea and across the Rio Buranhém. Today, this original part of town is merely a museum with hardly any people living there. 

The Igreja da Misericórdia, begun in 1526, is one of the two oldest churches in Brazil. The Igreja de Nossa Senhora da Pena, nearby, dates back to 1535 and has the oldest religious icon in Brazil – a St. Francis of Assisi brought over in the first serious expedition to Brazil in 1503. There are the ruins of a Jesuit church and chapel (dating from 1540s) and a small, early fort - the squat and thick‑walled style of the churches shows their early function as fortified strongpoints in the days when Indian attacks were common. Near the ruins of the Jesuit college is the Marca do Descobrimento, the two-metre-high column sunk to mark the Portuguese sovereignty in 1503: on one side is a crude face of Christ, almost unrecognizable now and on the other, the arms of the Portuguese Crown.

The Cidade Baixa is the modern part. The riverside, Avenida 22 de Abril and its extension, Avenida Portugal, are crammed with bars, restaurants and hotels; so much so that Avenida Portugal changes its name at night to become Passarela do Álcool which translates to Alcohol Catwalk.

4
Passport and visa regulations

A visa is required for foreign citizens (including United States citizens) wishing to visit Brazil. The usual requirements to apply for a visa are: two passport-size photographs, proof of roundtrip airfare and the duly-completed application form in duplicate. Visas are generally processed within two working days.

Delegates are advised to check with the Brazilian Embassy or Consulate in their own country if a visa is required for the purposes of their visit to Brazil.  Please mention the purpose of the trip, as ‘meeting attendance’ might have a different visa status in different countries. Delegates are also urged to process their visa requests at the earliest date possible, preferably at least three weeks before their scheduled travel date.

They must also bring a valid passport.

Delegates should also be aware that, according to Brazilian health regulations, participants arriving from the following countries MUST carry an international health/vaccination card (issued by the World Health Organization) which states that a Yellow Fever vaccination has been taken no less than 10 days prior to departure:

South America: Bolivia, Colombia, Ecuador, Peru, Venezuela and French Guiana;

Africa: Angola, Benin, Burkina Faso, Cameroon, Congo, Gabon, Gambia, Ghana, Guinea, Liberia, Nigeria, Sierra Leone and Sudan.

5
Currency

The Real (R$) is the official currency in Brazil. Traveller cheques and major credit cards are generally accepted; personal cheques are not accepted. For cash exchange we strongly recommend delegates to have American dollars; Swiss francs can only be exchanged at some agencies of 
Banco do Brasil. 

Exchange rates can fluctuate. Relative exchange rates on November 11, 2002 were as follows: 

USD 1.00 = R$ 3,50.
